Never food in haste, but watch the 
peculiarities of taste in your fowls, 
and minister to them. One fowl may 
starve while the others revel in luxury. 
As with children, their likes and dis- 
likes must be studied, and no one kind 
of food forced upon them, to their 
disgust and consequent loss of con- 
dition. A regular system of feeding 
and course of management should be 
adopted at the commencement of 
winter, and steadily adhered to 
throughout; so long as the birds keep 
in health and improve daily in looks, 
be assured that your system is correct 
and oggs will be forthcoming. It is 
a common practice with careless poul- 
trymen, to throw food on the cold snow 
or in muddy places for the fowls. 
Neither of these methods 18 of any ad- 
vantage to the fowls. In the first 
case, they are obliged to swallow a 
large amount of cold chilling snow; 
and in the second, an amount of mud 
is taken into the stomach that is not 
desirable. All this discomfort could 
be avoided by providing a feeding 
trough, so arranged that the food may 
be clean. Aside from the looks of the 
practice, it will pay to be neat in feed- 
ing fowls that help to feed us.

When fowls are not allowed free 
range, soft or ground food should be 
given early in the morning, one light 
feed of mixed grain in the middle of 
the day, and whole corn and wheat at 
night. Cracked grain, millet, broom 
corn seed, etc., should be scattered be-

Agriculture, most noble calling, 
leader of the world's civilization and 
parent of manufactures and com- 
merce!

Rome, so long as 
she fostered agriculture, contine' to 
thrive, but when she neglected .his, 
and sought to obtain her livelihood 
by other means, she soon fell to decay.

No country can long flourish, pre 
servo its strength, or be truly inde- 
pendent, unless sustained by agricul. 
tural intelligence agricultural wealth. 
When these are neglected that coun- 
try soon sinks to ostentations beggary, 
or to ruin and oblivion ; but foster 
these and its commerce may be swept 
from the ocean, its manufactures per- 
ish and its inhabitants pressed by 
foreign aggressors, yet if its soil be 
tilled, and were tilled by an independ- 
ent yeomanry, " it can sustain its 
population and independence, and 
when its misfortunes abate it can 
again rear the edifices of its manufac- 
tures and spread again the sails of 
commerce."

Great Britian and the United States 
havo risen to eminence and power in 
manufactures and commerce, yet their 
greatness, in these sources of power 
and opulence, are principally owing 
to the excellent conditions of their 
agriculture ; and just so fast as their 
agriculture rises from its plane to the 
commanding altitude of a true science 
their other interests may advance 
with safety. Another generation will 
show to the world that the farmer is 
dependent upon no other profession 
while all others are subservient to his; 
and he needs look only to a kind 
Creator who has spread around us all 
the elements of happiness-and gives 
to as capacities for applying these 
elements to our own good and to the 
good of others.— Ex.

ber can be taken care of without too 
much labor. For supplying warmth 
and protection to young chickens, 
various " artificial mothers,” or brood- 
ers, have been devised. Those in the 
market are well enough adapted to 
the raising of a small number of 

chickens of nearly the same age, but 
it comes a difficult matter when from 
two hundred and fifty to five bun- 
dred are to be raised, and of all ages 
from those just hatched to those large 
enough for broilers. Young chickens 
must have plenty of air, exercise, and 
wholesome green food; and means of 
protection against injury must be pro- 
vided. Where young obickens of 
different ages are together, the elder 
tyrannize over the younger, the new- 
ly-hatebed chickens being frequently 
trampled to death, or are driven away 
from their food by the stronger. 
Young chickens are very often lost • 
in the grass when at liberty, and are 
frequently wet and chilled. Hence, 
to successfully raise a large number 
of chickens by hand, various means 
must be provided by which those of 
different ages can be separated, and 
by which the chickens ean be pro- 
tested and at the same time have 
sufficient liberty for exercise and 
development in the open air.

Whether this be true or not, 
Emerson takes very high rank as a 
philosopher. Ho lived in eastern Eog- 
land th a neighborhood rather unfavor- 
able for farming, bence this may have 
caused him to put a low estimate on 
the farmer. Let us read you enough, 
says the Grange News, to stir up some 
farmer and set him thinking.

‘‘ All trade rests at last on his prim- 
itive activity. Ho stands close to 
nature; he obtains from the earth the 
bread and the meat.

I myself need a vail, a smoker 
and the free use of my arms, and I 
often find use for a greater amount of 
patience and pluck than anything 
else, and the longer I work with 
bees, the more I have. Do not be. 
come frightened if a bee makes an as- 
sault upon you, and drop what you 
have and run, but stand your ground, 
put your arms up to your face, and 
you will not be likely to get stung, as 
a bee seems to have a strong aversion 
to going into a small place to sting, 
and they are not apt to sting the 
band unless infuriated. If a vail is 
used and a boo happens to get into 
it do not jerk it off, but quietly pro. 
cood to get it out, for an imprisoned 
bee will not sting unless it gets 
tangled ap in a way that hurts it.
