The men sent.south worked like beavers
and erected fortifications which were of
use to themselves and of value to the
country ; the men remaining at Edmonton
and Fort Saskatchewan behaved with
propriety and credit to themselves and all
conneoted with them, The men sent
to Victoria were there transferred to the
scows and went in them to Pitt, will-
ingly helping the boatmen at the oars,
always cheerful and contented, shirkingno
duty. When ordered into action all reports
agree that they went in without flinching,
with as good s heart as the best of our
ivolunteers, That the battalion was not
‘given the best show possible, and that it

id so well in the various circumstances
in which the different portions were
placed, is the best possible = an-
swer to the charges that have been
made against it. hile the BuHetin was
quick to resent encroachments by officers
of the battalion, o failed to sink the
politician in the oldier, simple justice
demands that we speak of men as we find
them. Itis most unpleasant to any one
