There are over fifty establishments in
America engaged in the manufacture of
apisrian supplies; 20,000 persons are en-
gaged in scientific bee~oulture, while abont
10,000 are ploddiog en uh-
der' the old methods. The essayist
thought it poor policy to let the
bees manufactore their own wax foundas
tion, for it was necessary for them to con-
sume 25 ponnds of
