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LDVIN STILL A MEMBER.

ST. GEORGE’S SOCIETY WILL NOT ASK
HIM TO RESIGN, 3

‘Grent Gathering of Englishmen Last
Night—There Were Divergent Views,
80 & Compromise Was Effected—A
Motion of Censure Was Unanimously
Pasaed,

There was & great gathering of English-
men, youngand old, m St. George’s Hall
last night. The occasion will be memorable,
They met to consider a motion by Mr. J.
Castell Hopkins as to the alleged uniitness
of Prof. Goldwin Smith to remain a member
of St. George’s Society, owing to his pro-
nounced political opinions. The terms of
the motion were strong, branding the Pro-
fessor as a traitor to his sovereign and
eountry on account of his annexationist
views, and calling upon him to resign.

There was a stormy discussion for
three hours, bat little came of
it, for the result was a modifled
motion cxpressing regret that a life mem-
ber of St (leorga’s Society should hold

the apinions complained of.

.

President Drayton was in” the chair, and
on the platform were: D. T. Symons,
first vice-president; James Hewlett, second
vice-president; Percival T. Ridout, third
vice-president; W. T. Boyd, 8. G. Wood,
J. Herbert Mason, R. W. Elliot, C.
Bpooner, Robert Spratt, Barlow Cumber-
land, J. J. Allworth, James: Cooper, past

- presidents; Charles Spanner, J. W. Stock-
well, stewards; J. E. Pell, secretary.
To Ask the Professor to Resign,

Mr. J. Castell Hopkins read his well-
known motion:

That in view of his advocacy of the annexation
of the-Dominion of Canada to the United States;
his position as president of the Continental Union
Association of Toronto, and treason ‘to his
Bovereign, to England and to Canada involved in
these conditions, this body of loyal Englishmen
request Mr. Goldwin Smith to tender his resigna-
tion as a life member of St. George's Society.

Mr. J.J. Allworth asked the chairman if
it was in order, alleging that it was a politi-
cal guestion and quoting the society’s rule
which forbids such discussion.

The Chairman ruled the motion in order.
The bylaw reterred to was in the narrow
sease of politics and had no reference to a
question of allegiance. [Loud applause.]

Mr. Hopkins then made an effective
speech brimful of loyalty and full of indig-
nation at Mr. Goldwin Smith’s treasonable
actions and writing. His insidious work
with a view to annexation was stoutly con-
demned and extracts read from the Profes.
sor’s articles to prove his disloyalty.

All this was loudly cheered by the mem-
bers of the society, though frequently there
were conflicting voices.

The Stigma of I'reason,

*““You must not only disavow his doc-
trines,” said Mr. Hopkins, *“‘but dissociate
yourselves from Mr. Smith as members of a
loyal English society.

‘“‘His words take him out of the category
of loyal Englishmen; and the time has
come when the stigma of treason must be
attached to Goldwin Smith.”

Mr. Hopkins concluded with a glowin
tribute to the loyalty of Englishmen ung
the glory of British allegiance.

%ried to Stop the Discussion.

At the close of - Mr. “Hopkins® speech,
Past-President Allworth rose and said he
wished to move that the consideration of
this resolution be adjourned till the first
Firiday in May. [Cries of “No, no.”]

Col. Denison: Mr. Hopkins’ motion is not
seconded. I thought Mr. Allworth was
going to do vhat. [Laughter.]

Mpr. Allworth: My object is to stop this
discussion entirely. ([Cries of dissent,]

Mr. Charles Spanner seconded Mr. Hop-
kins’ motion amidst applauze, mingled with
hisses. Said he: *I am certain that a
majority of the members of St. George’s
Society will support it.”

The Chairman: ‘““‘Are you ready for the
question?” [Loud cries of ‘‘Carried.”]

Give the Professor a Chance,
~ Mr. Allworth interposed with his amend-
ment. He wished a copy of the resolution
to be forwarded to Mr. Goldwin Smith
so that he might attend theé next meeting
and answer the charges made against him.
[Disapprobation.] ‘“We are all proud of
peing Englishmen,” added Mr. Allworth,
“and we stand up for British fair play. Do
you approve of a prisoner being tried in his
absence?! In all fairness, as Englishmen,
give Mr. Smith an opportunity of Sefending
the charges propounded here to-night.
[Applause and hisses.] We have not the
proof of these charges save Mr. Hopkins’
word. [Interruptions for several minutes.]

“Well, vote the resolution down if you
like, but as.an old mau I shall consider you
don’t act with any fairness. You don’t
want to chop his head off to-night, do you?
[Cries of “Yes” and “No.”] .Give him a
ehance to reply and let us see if you will
say the same things when he is present us
you have to-night.” [Applause and dissent. ]

Respect the Chair.

Mr. SBpratt: You have been propounding
ideas and practices which do not belong to
our society at all. The chairman has ruled
entirely contrary to our bylaws. [Cries of
“Chair.”]

The Chairman: A speaker cannot ques-
tion the ruling of the chair.

Mr. Spratt was proceeding to cite the
bylaw when the chairman again interpcsed.

Mr. Spratst: I have been a member of
this society 30 years and I have only its in-
terest ut heart. I am not advocating Mr.
Bmith’s views; I am simply vindicating the
rules of the society. If you are going to
investigate the religioua or political views
of the members 4

Here the storm of interruption broke
forth and the speaker subsided. *

An Unfortunate Motion.

Past-President Mason insisted on the
ehairman’s ruling baing respected. He add-
ed: “I believe in all that Mr. Hopkins
has said about loyalty. I have no sympa-
thy with annexation. 8till I think the
motion a most unfortunate ome. Mr.
Hopkins is a young member of this society:
if he had consulted some of the older mem-
bers e would have hesitated before bring-
fng in what may prove a source of discord
and disunion among us. We have noth-
ing to do with anyone’s opiunicns except as
they affect bylaws of the society. [Ap-
plause and dissent.]

“If you go beyond that,” added Mr.
Mason, ‘‘you open up avenues to which
there is no limit,
of this society. Are we to sit in judgment
on their varied opinions? To bring in ex-
traneous matters is foreiga to our object,
and we should condemn this attempt that
it may never be repeated.”

A Condemnatery Amendment,

M:r. Allworth withdrew his amendment
pro tem, and then Mr. Mason proposed the
following:

That inasmuch as the only condition of mem-
bership imposed by the charter and bylaws of
8t. George’s Society is that of English or Welsh
birth, or descent inthe male line, and that the
only obligation required. from any member is
that he shali observe and conform to the charter,
bylaws avd rules of the society, in the opinion of
this meeting it is inexpedient to introduce, as a
topic for discussion, or asa catise of action by

i the society, the opinions or acts of any member,
| unless it be alleged that such opinionsor acts
| @re contrary to or inconsistent with the charter,
bylaws and rules of the society.
As liroad as England Itself,

Speaking to the amendment+Mr, Mason
said: To introduce as a topic of disoussion
a man’s action unless it be inconsistent
with the bylaws is to jeopardize its best in-
terests.” The next thing will be an_inquiry
as to breaking the fourth commandment.
[Laughter. ]

**St. George’s Society ‘is a social as well
as charitable society. "I have always held
that it should be as broad as' England
itself. [Applause.] There should be no
distinction of religion or politics. It wounld
be very detrimental for us to be split up,
There is nothing in the constitution of this
society to provide for loyalty. [Interrup-
tion.

“*Well, if I am wrong point it out. - say
there is no precedent for the counrse Mr.
Hopkins is purSuing. Therefore, let us
hesitate before adopting this resolution,”

Prss a Vore Of Censure.

Mr. 8. G. Wood seconded the amend-
meat. He held that Mr. Goldwin Smith
had said and done nothing contrary to the
constitution of St. George’s Society. [Cries
of dissent.] However much.we may hold
Goldwin Smith’s views in detestation—and
I do—{applause]l--we have no right to act
as proposed by Mr. Hopkins, Mr, Smith
had done his duty to St. George’s Society.
[““No, no” and applause.]

*‘Therefore, we should express our utter
repugnauce to the course ot Mr. Smith by a
resolution. This should content the society.
[*No, n0.”] By attacking him we are only
giving him urnecessary notoriety, and per-
haps giving him more sympathizers than he
deserves. Moreover, he won’t resign and
we can’t make bimn resign.” [Cries of
dissent. } 4 t

Mr. Wood earnestly appealod to the so-
ciety not to put itself in- an undignified
position. By having a divisien it would
go forth that Goldwin Smith has sym-
pathizers here. But what -is the fact—we
all scorn the idéa of bartering for a mess of
pottage the glorious birthright we as Kng-
lishmen enjoy. [Loud cheering.]

He Calls 1t High Traason.

Mr. Alfred Boultbée made.a vigorans
speéch for which he was loudly cheered He
denied that it was immaterial what .a man
wrote and spoke. If it were disloyal he
was not a fitting member for St George’s
Society. Referring to Goldwin Swmith’s
action and speeches Mr. Boultbee vigoroas-
ly declared: ‘It is high treason, [Loud
applause.] Such acts would not be tolerat-
ed in any other country under the sun. If
we are going to condone this then it is time
for us vo seek some other land.” [Cheers. ]

Mr. Barlow Cumberland maintained that
Mr. Goldwin Smith’s only object in re-
maining in St. George’s Society was to
show to the Americans he had a foothold
amongst Englishmen in. Toronto. Analyz-
ing Mr. Smith’s views he asked how long
would a citizen of the United States
be allowed such a course, and he answered
the question—not one minute. [Applause.)]
For anyone to vote for the amendment of
Mr. Mason was to say that the only quali-
fication for membership was to subscribe to
the bylaws. ' [**No.”] In concluding a
vigorous and loyal speech, Mr. Cumberland
said: ““‘Anv man who would take down the
British flag and substitute that of a foreign
nation ought not to be a member of St.
George’s Society.

The Outspoken Alderman,

Ald. Hallam wanted British fair play for
everybody. Euglishmen bad and always
would have differences, Hence he
differed from a good deal of what had
been said. ‘‘As an Englishman,” continu-
ed the alderman, I protest against Mr.
Hopkins’ resolution, because I think it will
do this society a great deal of harm. It
will retard its charitable work. Iam go-
ing to vote for Mr. Mason’s amendment,
and I believe that no stigma will attach to
me. I will run the risk of being misunder-
stood.” [Cheers.] In conclusion the alder-
man said he believed it to be duty of every-
one who loved toleration to vote against
Mr. Hopkins' resolution. [Applause and
cries of dissent.]

Mr. David Plews expressed the opinion,
which was not endorsed, that the passing
of the resclution would land the society in
a lawsuit. Mr. Hopkins’ resolution was
giving the annexation movement too much
prominence.

“Annexation is not a live question; if
we pass this resolution we shall make it a
live question. [Applause.] Therefore I
shall vote for the amendment.”

The Colonel Got Aun Ovation.

Col. Denisen met with an enthusiastic
reception. For some reasons, he said, he
was sorry that this resolution had been
brought before St. George’s Society. Still,
the society was never intended to include
in its ranks the enemies of England. Mr.
Goldwin Smith was one of these, a man
persistently working against the interests
of Canada. [Applause.] He is the most
dangerous enemy we have got.

The Colonel said the members knew he
bad no sympathy with treason, and he
hoped the meeting would be able to take
some course to show that they
had no sympathy with it either.
At the same time, should there be
a minority against the resolution or against
the amendment it would be claimed that
the anncxation movement had sympathizers.
Hence he pleaded for'a unanimous vote.

Didn't Take the Bombshell,

Mr. Clarkson Jones spoke in favor of thé
amendmens. He strenuously objected to
Castell Hopkins’ bombshell beibg thrown
ufnongsb them. To pass it would be to in-
flict incalculable injury on the society.

Mr. Boyd, past president, spoke to a
similar effect. He objected to any side
issues occupying the attention of a charit.
able society. He roused laughter and ap-
plause when alluding to the crowded at-
tendance. He said that if the members
would evince one quarter the interest in
the work of the society that they evidentiy
took in a question of loyalty the society
would indeed flourish.

“St. George’s Society is not a competent
tribunal to try Goldwin Smith. [Applause
and dissent.] If he has been guilty of trea-
son, why not put the law in motion? Leave
him to the tender mercies and summary
jurisdietion of Col. Denison. [Roars of
laughter.] I cannot vote for the amend-
ment. There is no occasion for all this
wild discussion about loyalty.”

A Via Media,

Mr. J. A. Worrell saw no practical re-
sult amidst so many divergent views.
| Hence he suggested a small committes to
! mould both resolution and amendment into

{ such a shape that it should command uni-
versal assent and the trumpet give forth no
uncertain sound.

Mr. W. T. Boyd seconded the proposal,
i which was endorsed by the chairman as an
excellent idea. ““Whatever we do,” said
President Drayton, ‘“let us have a unani-
mous vote.”

And the meembers cheered, and for the
first time in the course of the evening there
was apparent unanimity.

Then the movers and seconders of the
various proposals retired to formaulate the
message of peace. The members took a
short recess. Scme of themn tried to sing,
but the cheers of the previous twe hours

Sir John Thompson said that the bill in-
troduced last year provided that a person
charged with @ criminal offence al}ould be
permitted to give evidence in his or her
own behalf, but this year’s bill went further
than that and made the provisions of the
bill compellable. The object of the change
was ta get at the truth.

Mr Tisdale moved an amendment to the
effect that neither the husband or wife of
the accused person should be a competent
compellable witness, which was lost.

Mr. Mulock moved an amendment to the
effect that the husband or wife of the ac-
cnsed person should not “be competent to
give evidence disclosing any conversation
had with each other, which was carried.

Other amendments were proposed and
lost, and the committee rose and reporied
progress.

In reply to Mr. Laurier, Sir John Thomf-
son said that the writ for Vandreuil would
be issued next week.

Laurier that an order-in-council had been
passed by the Postoffice Department pre-

Col. Herchmer’s Case.

Hon. Mr. Ives, President of the Privy
Council, to-day laid on the table ef the
House the report of Judge Wetmore, the
commissioner appointed to investigate the
charges against Commissioner Herchmer of
the Northwest Mounted Police, The re-
port is & very vuluminous document, con-
sisting of some 60 printed and 3500 type-
written pages, besides a large number of
exhibits.

It made a heavy load for a stout page to
carry from Mr.. Ives’ desk to the Clerk’s
table, and as it was placed there amid
cries of *“Davin’s baby !” ““His only child !”
etc., Mr. Davin entered, and advancing to
the table contemplated the ample propor-
tions of the report with such evident satis-
faction as to cause considerable amasement.

An examination of the report shows that
137 charges were made and that 38 of them
were proved in whole or in part. ;

In concluding his report, Judge Wetmore
says: ““It will be . seen that some of
the matters of complaint brought
home to the commissioner were the outcome
of too much zeal g his part.  Some arose
from mistake of the law or irom misappre-
hension of his powers. These mistakes and
misapprehensions are such as any person in
his position might be likely to make, and
do not strike my mind as being of such a
character as to amount to misconduct in
office. The most learned and experienced
judges make mistakes at times and miscon-
ceive tho extent of their powers, and it is
not a matter of surprise that the commis-
sioner has sometimes done so.

“As to the remainder of the charges
brought home to him I have nothing to add
beyond this: That a very large proportion
of them are attributable to infirmity of
temper, brusqueness of manner or hasty
conduct.”

Infirmity of Temper.

“I have to report that I found the
relations existing between the commis-
.sioner and a large number of the commis-
sioned officers of the force very much
strained. Iam not, however, prepared to
state on whose shoulders the blame lies for
this state of things. Of course it is alleged
on the one side that it is owing to the
commissioner’s infirmity of temper, his
brusque manner and his want of tact.. On
the other hand it is a'leged that the fact
that the commissioner was transferred from
one of the De¢partments ot the Civil Setvice
without any very great military prestige or
any record in the police force, and placed
over the heads of officers who had had long
experience in the force, created a jcalousy
which has not been assvaged, but which
has. grown and gained strength - un-
til the present state ° of affairs
has been brought about. As my
commission did not authorize me to inquire
into the state of the force, but merely into
the conduct of the commissioner, I have
got betore me the material necessary to en-
able me to express an opinion on this sub-
jeet. It will be observed that none of the
charges brought home to the commissioner
affect his honesty, his business .capacity or
the efficiency of the force under his man-
agement.”

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DR. ALLEN. IS DISMISSED.

BY A VOTE OF 14 TO 9 THRE COUNCIL
REMOVE HIM.

A Lively Discussion Precedes the Carrying | Lamb

of the Resolutionn—How the Vote Stood
—A Resolution to Cut Down the Salary
of Engmeer Pink Defeated—Other
Business Traunsacted.

The discussion on the Medicai Health
Ofiice difficulty was opened by Ald. Saund-
ers at the special meeting of the council
vesterday. He stated that the department
was in' a most disorganized state, but did
npt think that Dr. Allen was toblame. ~ He
thought that his assistants had not been
loyal to the trust reposed in them by their
chief. It had been stated by the chief ac-
countant that the books were kept by the
most simple method, and he agreed with
him there,as if he had gone one notch lower
in the scale he would have had to resors to
the old *‘tally stick.”

The remedy, he thought, tor the difficulty
lay in the complete reorganization of the
Health Department.

This was the report of the Board of
Health: ;

Your Board beg to report that the reply of
Dr. Allep to the sub-committee's report as con-
tained in Report No. 2 of the Board, is not con-
sidered satisfactory, and they wouid therefore

again recomimend the adoption'of the said report
and the dismissal of Dr. Allen forthwith.

Ald. Saunders moved in amendment: *

That the report be amended by striking out
all the words ufter the word‘‘satisfactory™and in-
serting the followiug in leu thereof: *‘And that it
ge an instruction from the council to the Board
to forthwith reorganize ‘the depariment, no

j having been made Q?nlnnt the infegrit
ol professional capacity of the Medical Hoalt!
Ofieer.”

Is His Successor Decided Upon ?

Ald. Shaw rose to enquire as to who
then would be the head of the department,
and if & “white-haired boy” had yet been
picked.

Ald. Leslie was not satisfied with this
resolution. He thought such action would
place Dr. Allen in a most unpleasant posi-
tion, as doubtless the Board of Health
would try and force him out by placing him
among incongruons associates. s

Mayor Fleming stated that he had no
sympathy with Ald. Saunders’ motion, as
he considered the medical department of
the office was, if possible, in a worse condi-
tion than the executive.

Ald. Carlyie rose alse to speak against
the amendment. He advanced the. opinion
that the report of Drs. Oldright, Bryce and
Cassidy had been drawn up in the Medical
Health Office.

Although the medical assistants proved
incontrovertibly that they averaged 9 and
15 visits respectively per day, and sup-
ported their statements by affadavits, yet
Ald. Carlyle flatly contradicted their ‘re-
ports, stating that he knew that 3 1-2
visits per day wus the average.

Ald. Leslie thought that the sub-commit-
tee had been cavefully selacted and ‘that
the members entered inlo their investiga-
tion with their minds made up that the
investigation should be of a character that
would leave but one alternative for the
council, He thought, however, thac they.
had in this case overstepped their
duties. He stated that the coun-
cil would surely prefer to take
the word of such experts as Drs.
Oldright, Bryce and Cassidy to the opinion
of Dr: (?) Carlyle. Ald. Leslie then dealt
exhaustively with Dr. Allen’s report.

Ald. Hewitt took the floor and stated
that he had authority from Dr. Bryans,
who was present, to flatly contradict a
statement made by Ald. Carlyle to the
effect that the assistant doctors had in
dases not even entered the houses where
there were infectious diseases,but had mere-
ly inquired at the door. He challenged
Ald. Carlyle to cite one single instance
where he had omitted to enter the houses.

Ald. Carlyle replied that he had not men-
tioned Dr. Bryans’ name.

Gharges Personal Animus.

Ald. Howitt then continued to state that
the comuiittee had been prompted by per-
sonal animus in their investigation, “and
I thiak,” said he, *“‘that all glory is due
Dt. Allan for not exempting Mayor or
alderman in the official discharge of his
duties.”

Ald. Hewitt then went into a discussion
of the personnel of the sub-committee and
cited instances where the Medical Health
Officer had been brought into unpleasant
contact with a majority of the members.

Ald. Crawford denied that he was actu-
ated by personal motives in assisting in
the investigation.

Ald. Shaw stated that he was prepared
So support Ald. Saunders’ motion. He
thought by the adoption of this motion
that it would prove conclusively that there
was no personal animus against Dr. Allen
actuating any of the members of the
eouncil.

The Mayor did not think that Dr. Allen
was the man for the department which he
had and therefore he wonld vote against
the retaining of the Medical Health
Officer.

Ald. Bell inquired of Ald. Carlyle, chair-
man of the Board of Health, whether the
auditors had the power to go into this de-
partment previously, and if so, how it was
they did not do this before.

Ald. Carlyle: “The Medical Health
Office is governed by statute and 'has not
hitherto been looked upon as'a part of the
civic organization.”

Ald. Bell: “How then were the auditors
empowered to go in on this occasion?’

Ald. Carlyle: *“Well, to tell the trufl,

when they were sent over 1 was not strong
on that point myself.”
