Mr. Alfred Boultbee made a vigorous

Referring to Goldwin Smith’s 
action and speeches Mr. Boultbee vigorous­
ly declared: “It is high treason. [Loud 
applause.]

Mr. Barlow Cumberland maintained that 
Mr. Goldwin Smith’s only object in re­
maining in St. George’s Society was to 
show to the Americans he had a foothold 
amongst Englishmen in Toronto.

There was a great gathering of English­
men, youug and old, m St. George’s Hall 
last nighl. The occasion will be memorable. 
They met to consider a motion by Mr. J. 
Cast ell Hopkins as to the alleged unfitness 
of Prof. Goldwin Smith to remain a member 
of St. George’s Society, owing to his pro­
nounced political opinions. The terms of 
the motion were strong, branding the Pro­
fessor as a traitor to his sovereign and 
eouutry on account of his annexationist 
views, and calling upon him to resign.

There was a stormy discussion for 
three hours, but little 
it, for the result was a 
motion expressing regret that 
ber of St. George’s Society 
the opinions complained of.

President Drayton was in the chair, and 
on the platform were: D. T. Symons, 
first vice-president; James Hewlett, second 
vice-president; Percival T. Ridout, third 
vice-president; W. T. Boyd, S. G. Wood, 
J. Herbert Mason, R. \V. Elliot, C.

uest Mr. Gold win Smith to tender his resigna- 
life member of Bt. George’s Society.

Mr. J. J. Allworth asked the chairman if 
it was in order, alleging that it was a politi­
cal question and quoting the society’s rale 
which forbids snon discussion.

The Chairman ruled the motion in order. 
The bylaw referred to was in the narrow 
sense of politics and had no reference to a 
question of allegiance. [Loud applause. ]

Mr. Hopkins then made an effective 
speech brimful of loyalty and full of indig­
nation at Mr. Goldwin Smith’s treasonable 
actions and writing. Hi* insidious work 

-x . with a view to annexation was stoutly con­
demned and extracts read from the Profes­
sor’s articles to prove his disloyalty.

All this was loudly cheered by the mem­
bers of the society, though frequently there 
were conflicting voices.

The Stigma of Treason.

“You must not only disavow his doc­
trines,” said Mr, Hopkins, “but dissociate 

» yourselves from Mr. Smith as members of a 
loyal English society.

“His words take him out of the category 
of loyal Englishmen; and the time has 

when the stigma of treason must be 
attached to Goldwin Smith.”

Mr. Hopkins concluded with a glowing 
tribute to the loyalty of Englishmen and 
the glory of British allegiance.

Tried to Stop tho Discussion, 
j At the close of Mr. Hopkins’ speech,

^ Past-President All worth rose and said he 
wished to move that the consideration of 
this resolution be adjourned till the first 
Fiiday in May. [Cries of “No, no.”]

Col. Denison: Mr. Hopkins’ motion is not 
seconded. I thought Mr. Allworth was 
going to do that. [Laughter.]

Mr. All worth: My object is to stop this 
discussion entirely. [Cries of dissent.]

Mr. Charles Spanner seconded Mr. Hop­
kins’ motion amidst applause, mingled with 
hisses. Said he: “I am certain that a 
majority .of the members of St. George s 
Society will support it.”

The Chairman: “Are you ready for the 
question?’’ [Loud cries of “Carried.”]

Give the Professor a Chance.
Mr. Allworth interposed with his amend­

ment. He wished a copy of the resolution 
to be forwarded to Mr. Goldwin Smith 
so that he might attend the next meeting 
and answer the charges made against him. 
[Disapprobation. ] “We are all proud of 
being Englishmen,” added Mr. Allworth, 
“ana we stand up for British fair play. Do 
you approve of a prisoner being tried in his 
absence! In all fairness, as Englishmen, 
give Mr. Smith an opportunity of defending 
the charges propounded here to-night. 
[Applause and hisses.] We have not the 
proof of these charges save Mr. Hopkins’ 
word. [Interruptions for several minutes.] 

“Well, vote the resolution down if you 
like, but as an old rnau I shall consider you 
don’t act with any fairness. You don’t 
want to chop his head off to-night, do vou? 
[Cries of “Yes” and “No.”] .Give him a 
chance to reply and let us see if you will 
say the same things when he is present as 
you have to night.” [ Applause and dissent.] 

Respect the Chair.
Mr. Spratt: Yon have been propounding 

Ideas and practices which do not belong to 
our society at all. The chairman has ruled 
entirely contrary to our bylaws. [Cries of 
“Chair.”]

The Chairman: A speaker cannot ques­
tion the ruling of the chair.

Mr. Spratt was proceeding to cite the 
bylaw when the chairman again interposed.

Mr. Spratt: I have been a member of 
this society 30 years and I have only its in­
terest at heart. I am not advocating Mr. 
Smith’s views; I am simply vindicating the 
rules of the society. If you are going to 
investigate the religious or political views
of the members------”

Here the storm of interruption broke 
•orIk and the speaker subsided.

An Unfortunate Motion. 
Past-President Mason insisted on the 

•hairmau’s ruling being respected. He add­
ed: “I believe in all that Mr. Hopkins 
bas said about loyalty. I have no sympa­
thy with annexation. Still I think the 
motion a most unfortunate one. Mr. 
Hopkins is a young member of this society: 
if lie had consulted some of the older mem­
bers he would have hesitated before bring­
ing in what may prove a source of discord 
and disunion among us. We have noth­
ing to do with anyoue’s opinions except as 
they affect bylaws of the society. [Ap­
plause and dissent.]

“If you go beyond that,” added Mr. 
Mason, “you open up avenues to which 
there is no limit. There are 1100 members 
of this society. Are we to sit in judgment 
on their varied opinions? To bring in ex­
traneous matters is foreign to our object, 
aud we should condemn this attempt that 
It may never be repeated.”

They resolv­
ed to have printed and circulated a large 
edition of the pamphlet on cholera, which 
had been prepared and supervised by the 
board.

The Hebrews Celebrating a Great His­
torical Event.

Last night closed the festival of Pnrint, 
one of the greatest of the Jewish year.

The feast has been generally observed 
with much rejoicing and many sumptuous 
features. In the synagogs and in the 
houses a joyful air prevailed, for the feast is 
a gladsome one, and all good Hebrews 
Honor it with cheerful faces.

The events in commemoration of which 
the festival is kept are in Jewish history, 
and are well told in the Bible in the bog|t 
of Esther. They relate the deliverance of 
the Jews from the tyrannical yoke of Aba- 
suer us, King of Persia. Hainan, the 
King’s Prime Minister, was instrumental in 
this deliverance, but was hanged on the 
gibbet prepared for Esther’s father, and 
Purim celebrateaSthat historical event. It 
was told at length yesterday by the rabbis • 
in their discourses to their congregations.

Fea Coal.
Pea coal, which a few years ago was used 

almost exclusively for manufacturing pur­
poses, is rapidly coming into 
domestic purposes. The introduction of 
pea coal was brought about by the anthra­
cite coal-carrying companies to offset the 
use of bituminous coal for manufacturing 
purposes. This contributed additional ton­
nage for the railroads, and at the same time 
disposed of a quality of coal that had been 
considered little better than refuse at the ? 
mines. To encourage its use a concession $ 
of 30 cents per ton in the carrying rate 
was made. This concession led certain 
dealers to introduce it tor domestic use, 
with the result that its cheapness and the 
fact that it practically answered the same 
purposes of the larger sizes, tended very 
largely to increase its consumption.

Protect the Motormen.
A correspondent suggests thst the fronts 

of electric cars should be enclosed so that 
gripmen or motormen may not be exposed 
to the cold winds and storms which prevail 
in winter. The suggestion is a good one.
The fronts of the cars above the dashboard 
could be composed of glass and the gripmen 
thoroughly protected, while, at the same 
time, having complete control of the ears 
and unobstructed views of the tracks in 
front of them. Of course, with horse-cars 
this was impossible, but all electric cars 
ought, in the interest of humanity, to be 
arranged in this way.

Hon. Mr. Ives, President of the Privy 

Council, to-day laid on the table ef the 
House the report of Judge Wetmore, the 
commissioner appointed to investigate the 
charges against Commissioner Herchmer of 
the Northwest Mounted Police. The re­
port is a very voluminous document, con­
sisting of some 60 printed and 3500 type­
written pages, besides a large number of 
exhibits.

It made a heavy load for a stout page to 
carry from Mr. Ives’ desk to the Clerk’s 
table, and as it was placed there amid 
cries of “Bavin’s baby !” “His only child !” 
etc., Mr. Davin entered, and advancing to 
the table contemplated the ample propor­
tions of the report with such evident satis­
faction as to cause considerable amusement.

An examination of the report shows that 
137 charges were made and that 38 of them 
were proved in whole or in part.

In concluding his report, Judge Wetmore 
says: “It will be seen that some of 
the matters of complaint brought 
home to the commissioner were the outcome 
of too much zeal m\ his part.

These mistakes and 
misapprehensions are such as any person in 
his position might be likely to make, and 
do not strike rny mind as being of such a 
character as to amount to misconduct in 
office. The most learned and experienced 
judges make mistakes at times and miscon­
ceive the extent of their powers, and it is 
not a matter of surprise that the commis­
sioner has sometimes done so,

The Outspoken Alderman.

AM. Hallam wanted British fair play for 
everybody. Euglishmen bad and always 
would have differences. Hence he 
differed from a good deal of what had 
been said.

Mr. David Plows expressed the opinion, 
which was not endorsed, that the passing 
of the resolution would land the society in 
a lawsuit Mr. Hopkins’ resolution was 
giving the annexation movement too much 
prominence.

“Annexation is not a live question; if 
we puss this resolution we shall make it a 
live question. [Applause.] Therefore I 
shall vote for the amendment.”

The Colonel Got Au Ovation.
Col. Denison met with an enthusiastic 

reception. For some reasons, ho said, he 
was sorry that this resolution had been 
brought before St George’s Society. Still, 
the society was never intended to include 
in its ranks the enemies of England. Mr. 
Goldwin Smith was one of these, a man 
persistently working against the interests 
of Canada. [Applause.] He is the most 
dangerous enemy we have got.

The Colonel said the members knew he 
had no sympathy with treason, and he 
hoped the meeting would be able to take 
some course to show that they 
had no sympathy with it either.
