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Too Much Piety Works Mischief.

Citizens are.no doubt anxions to know
just how far the Tax-Reducer has surpassed
his predecessors in reducing taxes accord-
ing to the promises made by him during the
two campaigns in which he figured. As it
would be unfair to take any particular year
in the past with which to make a compari-
son, we adopt a more equitable manner,
and strike an average for, say the ten years
preceding Mayor Fleming’s first election.
We find the rate during the years named
was as follows:

The average rate during these 10 years,
acsordingly, was 15.58/mills.

Daring the two years Mayor Fleming has
been in the Mayor’s chair the rates were
14} and 17 1-4 mills. The average for the
two years is 15.62. .

The Tax-Reducer has made us pay higher
taxes than his so-called extravagant prede-
cessors for 10 years previously.

The Tax-Reducer was put in under the
impression that he was going to stop
the extravagance that had characterized
the Clarke regime. He fulfilled his promise,
by increasing Clarke’s average by three-
fifths of a mill. Our taxes during the four
years of the Clarke regime were 60.125
mills, or an average of 15.03 mills. Flem-
ing’s average was 15.62, a difference of .59
mills in favor of Clarke.

Coming to the Howland regime, the epoch
when good moral government and pious
économy prevailed, we find that the taxa-
tion during these two years was 16} and
15§ mills—an average of 16.125 tpills.

Citizens will observe that it does not pay
this city to elect to the Mayor’s chair those
who profess too much sanctity. To keep
Holy Willie there during his two years’
term cost the ¢ity more than half a mill
each year above the average, which repre-
sents hundreds of thousands of dollars.
Mayor Fleniiiig, the professor of all that is
good and true, dlso costs the city dear, as
we know to our sorrow.

The Mayor’s organ has been excusing
him for the excessive rate this year and
blaming it on the aldermen. Mayor
Fleming was elected to his position to fight
the aldermen, and it was because people
thought he was able to successfully contend
with them that he was elected.

Was not Mayor Clarke subject to the
same kind of associates at the council board
as are’ said to harass the present Mayor?
And in spite of the opposition that.assailed
him didn’t Mayor Clarke keep the rate
down to 15 mills.

The business of & Tax-Reducer is to 're-
duce taxes, and mnot to explain why he
doesn’t do so.

The Government Objects to the Bridge.
. Engineer Keating’s proposal to build a
brmge across the western chaunel for the
double purpose of conveying the water
mains to the city side and giving us a road-
waly - and direct street car service to the
Island will not be practicable on account of
the conditions imposed by the Government.
The latter demands that the bridge must be
150 feet high to answer the purposes of
navigation, Engineer Keating conld afford
Ao build one 80 feet high, but abridge 150
feet is quite out of the question. It has
been ‘suggested that the Government is
asking what is unreasonable, Vessels are
now using the eastern channel, which will
always be available for all vessels, large
and ;small. If an 80-foot bridge
were ‘built at the Queen’s Wharf
this would not  interfere  with
a large number of vessels, such as the
Niagara and Hamilton boats. As the
Government, however, has spent a large
sum of money in deepening both the chan-
nels and in protecting them, and as this
money has been expended as much for
making Toronto Bay a harbor of refuge as
for any other purpose, it cannot be expected
of the Government that it would consent to
8 barrier being placed~nt one of the
entrances. Mr. Keatipf will e to in-
vestigate the tunnel fcheme turther.

pure air of the cityat least once a week.
Sunday is the only day the workingman has
for this purpose, But aside from all this
there is an old trite saying, ““What issance
for the goose is sauce for the gander.”

If, then. it is an infraction of the divine
law for common people to ride in Sunday
cars, but not for those who either 88
their own conveyaunces or can afford ﬁ: hire
cabs and give tips besides, then let . those
who are in favor of Sunday cars mete out
the samg measure to their opponents as
these wish to wmeasure out to them, and
that cdn be done only in one way, the vote
taken must not be merely for or against
Sunday cars, but—

“For or against” vehicular traffic of any
kind on Sundays, public or private.

This rule has carried the day every time
in cities in the States where certain classes,
more favored than others, sought to impose
Sunday blue laws upon the masses.

The common people have just as much
right to use the streets upon Sundays with
street cars as have those who can
furnish their own private conveyances.
It is not so much a question after all, the
one of *‘divine law” va. “Sunday work,” as
it is the one of ‘“‘convenience” in having
the streets comparatively free irom the
‘‘common herd” on Sundays, thus giving a
better chance for the more or less elegant
turnouts of those more fortunate in that
respect than their fellow-thousands to
spread themselves.

Editor World: Another attempt is being
made to put off the vote until January, [
do not think it should succeed, if the situa-
tion is properly understood.

A DePUTY-RETURNING OFFICER.

Methodist Young Peolﬁe Want the Vote
lPonponed.

At a meeting of the Toronto Methodist
Young Peoples’ Union, held in the school
room of the Metropolitan Church last night,
with the Rev. R. J. Burns in the chair,
this resolution was presented by R. N.
Dillon, seconded by Rev. Dr. Withrow, nnd
passed unanimously:

That whereas an attempt is being madeat
the instanceand expense of the Toronto Street
Railway Company ‘toforce a vote of the
citizens onmub]‘a&:b of Sunday street cars
ata time whétvery many willeée!outoi town,
snd in a manner which will prevent the
detection of wholesale impersonation and
fraud; resolved that this meeting of the
Toronto Methodist Young Peoples’ Union,
representing nearly 40 . different local
societies, records its protest against this
vote being taken at the time and in the
manner that is proposed, so soon after the
decisive expression of the popular will by a
majority of over 4000 against Sunday street
cars, and earnestly beseech the Toronto
City Council to postpone the taking of such
vote until the first of Jantary, when consti-
tutional safeguards against impersonation
and fraud can be employed, that the city’
may besaved the humiliation of an attempt
to gain a snap verdict in favor of. the To-
ronto Street Railway Company. :

Resolved, that this resolution be sent to
the Mayor of the city for presentation to
the City Council and at its expense.

Resolved, second, that this union pledge
‘itself to use all legitimate means to main-
tain the sanctity of the Lord’s day :as the
best friend of the working man, and
strongest  bulwark against immorality
and  vice; and it earnestly re-
quests all the local socidties here
represented to act in concert with the
executive of this! union for the preserva-
tion of the sanctity of the Sabbath, and
the best interest of the citizen. Resolved,
that both these resolutions be sent to the
press for publication,

There was very little  discussion over the
resolution, Rev. A. M. Phillips wanted
the clause referring to the humiliation of
having the Street Car Company bear the
expense of the vote ‘especially emphasized
Mr. Phillips said he was more indignant
over having the company pay for the vote
than anything else. He thought it was an
insult to the citizens to allow such a thing.

It was pointed out to Mr. Phillips that
this point was mentioned twice in the reso-
lution, and it was passed unanimously as
first presented.

He drew attention to the
fact that that the council would in all
probability adjourn for a month after it's
next meeting. He thought some deflnite in-
formation should be given as to when
this - work would be commenced, and
also finished. There should bs no more de-
lay. Asfar ashe could ascertain the con-
tmcktors were not in a position to commence
work.

Ald. Leslie and Davies contended that the
contractors had not been given any en-
couragement to briug tbe plant here.

Ths Mayor said the council had awarded
the work to Guelich & Co.. and the commit-
tee could not interfere. Further informa-
“tion will be furnished the council on Monday

evening. y
The majority of @he council favored the
Board of Works report, and the clause was
adopted unanimously.

Ald. Shaw's Sugg d Comp ise.

In conmection with the pavement question
Ald. Bbaw introduced a motion; “That the
claim of the Toroato Railway Company that
the city should lay down a permanent pave-
men t on concrete or other like foundation on
tbe track allowanees of the present system of
railways, in conjunction with the change of
tracks to be made, shall be compromised and
settled on the following basis: The city
shall assume the liability, for the pavements
ou these track allowances, which the com-
pany offered to assume under the pro
draft agreement, snd the city shall lay down
on these track allowances, in conjunction
with the change of the tracks of the railway,
the list and class of pavements on eoncrete
foundation offered to be laid down by the
company on concrete foundations, and the
city shall take up and restore the other
present pavements on the said track allow-
ances offered to be taken up and restored by
the company under the said draft agreement,
and the city shall prosecute the work with all
possible diligence and shall use all available
means to complete it within the time offered
by the Railway Company, namely, Sept. 1,
1894, And this compromise shall not affect
nor prejudice the claim of either the eity or
the company in reference to liability for
pavements on any extensions of the railway,
which are to be determined on their merits
frow time to time as they may ariss.”

Discussed and Withdrawn,

Ald. Lamb said this proposition could be
considered later on. Nothing should be
brought forward that would delay the work.

Ald. Orr and Hallam favored Ald, Shaw's
resolution, both of them expressing their
willingness to consider the question at g later
date. .

Ald, Shaw, in moving his reso-
lution, said he hbad spoken to Mr,
Laidlaw, who promised to bring the matter
before his clients, although he did not think
they would agree to it.

After some further talk Ald, Shaw de-
cided to withdraw his motion and bring it up
again in council, with some slight alterations,
