DISCUSSES POSSIBILITIES.

Warship Builder Sees No ©Occasion for
American Hesitancy.

San Francisco, Dec. 25.—Irving M.
Scott, president of the Union Iron
Company, who built the Olympia and
several other of the best American war
ships, says that in the event of war
between England and America this
country would come out on top.

“There is no question of England's
great strength on the water,” said Mr.
Scott, ‘“but it is not always the
strongest . navy that gets away with
a battle.

THAT COMMISSION
Will Not Settle the Boundary at All, Says
Senntor Carter,

New York, Dec. 25.—Senator
H. Carter of Montana, chairman of the
Republican National Committee, said :
“ Ag I understand it, and as I believe
the public does, too, the commission
will not be appointed to fix the boun-
dary lines at all, but to let the Ameri-
cans know something about the nature
of the dispute and the justice or injus-
tice of England’s claims. That com-
mission will not settle the dispute at
all, although the language of the mes-
sage so indicates.”

Major H. B. Gillespie of Colorado
sald that he was for peace. “I be-
lieve we can settle it without war,” he
added. “But if war does come, Col-
orado and the west will raise in a few
days a million soldiers to overrun Can-
ada. Many of the young men in my
state have telegraphed to the Governor
their desire to enlist.”

New York Has a Crack Corps Ready.

Gen. W. S. C. Wiley, who is on Gov-
ernor Morton’s staff, said: “I think
‘that at a moment’s notice we could put
42,000 effective soldiers of the National
Guard in the field. That is about the
fighting strength of our military force
in this state. In case of war with
England I have no doubt that the re-
tired members of the guard would join
again, and raise the effective fighting
force to 20,000 at least. They could be
placed on a war footing at once. They
are nearly all sharpshooters, and, of
course, they would become a crack
corps. Never before in the history of
our National Guard has the percentage
been so high in the matter of sharp-
chooting. The war against the South
found the Northern volunteers most
inefficient in the use of firearms, and
that is one reason why the South made
such great headway at the first. In
the South the youths were in the habit
of riding and shooting, and naturally
they could use firearms more effective-
ly in'battle. Now the North has thou-
sands of men who know how to handle
firearms. In three months’ time or
less we could place in the field 1,000,000
soldiers, well trained and better than
any soldiers raised under an effete and
tottering monarchy. They would be
educated men, and they make the best
soldiers. I do not believe we will have
war. It is a horrible thing to contem-
plate.”

London, Dec. 25.—The British ship
Moresby, Captain Coomber, bound for
Pisagua, Chili, is ashore in the Bay of
Dungarven, on the south coast of Ire~
land, and is breaking up. 'Her crew,
numbered 36 men, are lashed in the
rigging, and life-boat crews are at-
tempting to rescue them. The weather
is very mild.

Several of the crew of the Moresby
have been rescued from their position
in the rigging of the stranded ship in
an exhausted condition.

Fierce gales are prevailing on the
English and Irish coast and wreckage
is coming ashore at many places.

The Moresby broke up this after-
noon. Seventeen of the persons who
were on board of her have .been
drowned. Among those lost were Capt.
Coomber’s wife and son.

The remainder of the ship’s company
have been saved, but some of them aie
in such condition as the result of the
exposure to the storm and injuries re-
ceived after the vessel stranded that
no hope is entertained of their re-
covery. .

Getting Back to the Lines of
McKinleyism.

REPUBLICANS PUSHING THE WORK:

Both the Revenue and Bond
Bills Prepared.

Chairman Dingley Will Present the Re-
port of the Majority To-Day—Demo-
crats Made a General Protest Against
Both Bills—On a Strict Party Vote the
Measures Were K Ordered to Be Re-
Pported. :

‘Washington, Dec. 25.—Despite demo~
cratic appeals for delay and Demo-
cratic assertions that such legislation
was unnecessary, the tariff and bond
bills prepared by the Republican mem-
bers of the Ways and Means Commit-
tee were ordered to be favorably re-
ported to the full meeting of the com-
mittee this morning by a strictly party
vote. The Democrats made a general
protest against both measures.

BATTLE OF THE RAILWATS

GRAND TRUNK WILL FIGHT CANA-
DIAN PACIFIC RATES

RS-

And the Roads West of Chicago wil
*Join in the Rate Cutting—The Cana-
dian Pacific Stands Out and Will l’lxht‘
the Whole Combination — Immigrant
Rates the Issue.

Chicago, Dec. 25.—The most compli-
cated traffic problem that has ever
cor.fronted the passenger agents of
this country is the differential rate of
the Canadian Pacific on westbound
pbusiness from eastern territory.

‘When the western roads agreed near-
ly a year ago to allow the Canadian
Pecific to sell through tickets to the
west at less rates than any other east-
ern line they did so to protect their
own interests; to stop, in a measure,
the ruinous competition of this line,
but it is not beHeved that the conse-
quences were at that time fully con-
sidered. The strongest agreement of
the western roads is the immigrant
compact. Without the signature of
the Canadian Pacific this agreement
would be a farce, and no trans-conti-
ncntal passenger assoclation _would
succeed without the membership of
this road. The Canadian Pacific will
not remain a party to either of these
agreements unless the western lines
centinue to allow it to quote differen-
tial fares on both first and second-
c.ass business from eastern points.
The Grand Trunk is the only road that
is seriously affected by these rates,
and for several months it has been
meeting them from Buffalo and sur-
rounding points. But the Canadian Pa-
cific has set its foot down on the
Grand Trunk’s action, and the western
lines, fearing the withdrawal of the
Scnadian Government’s line, have
refused to longer stand their share of
the Grand Trunk’s low rates.

The Grand Trunk will not abide by
the action of its western connections
{n this matter, and unless the latter
reconsider their action of last Friday,
which is highly improbable, the ques-
tion will be laid before the new Joint
Trafic Association, and the Grand
Trunk will insist upon protective ac-
tion. The Canddian Pacific is not a
member of this organization, and can
be treated as an outside line. One or
two of the roads running west from
Chicago are in full sympathy with the
Grand nk in this fight, and will,
if necessafy, share in the shrinkage
of the |low through rates to
meet thq“ Canadian Pacific. The
western ines referred to are
those that have little interest in
the immigrant agreement, and have
nothing to fear from the Canadian Pa-
cific on that score.
