The growing extent of rum run 
ning on the Canadian side of the 
Detroit River, and the blood-curdling 
methods resorted to by those engaged 
in the illicit traffic, call for more 
drastic action on the part of the 
authorities, to put an end to the 
nefarious business.

The Ontario Legislature has passed 
an act to the effect that any person 
nr persons buying or selling bees, 
hives, combs or appliances must have 
an inspector's certificate or they are 
liable to a fine of $100 or two months’ 
imprisonment. Every inspector has 
the authority to enforce the act 
according to law.

Writing on the Irish question, 
Viscount Bryce, former ambassador 
to the United States, says :—“What 
the American people ought to know, 
but apparently do not know, is that 
the great majority of the English 
people desire to give Ireland the 
fullest measure of freedom within 
the Empire. But it is in the divisions 
within Ireland—not in the lack of 
any good-will on England’s part— 
that there lies practically the only 
obstacle which still delays that 
peaceful settlement which the 
British democracy sincerely desires."

Some time aeo J. J. Hill said :— 
“When people learn that all the 
wages in the world will not buy a 
pound of food unless somebody has 
gone out and by hard labor raised 
that food, there will be more people 
raise food and fewer people tell others 
bow to do it. Hunger is our only 
remedy, and you will see it before 
twenty years."

The new list of publications of the 
Department of Agriculture at Ottawa 
contains titles of nearly three hun­
dred mid fifty bulletins, circulars and 
other pamphlets that deal with 
agricultural practices. These cover 
the whole range of agricultural and 
horticultural pursuits, including 
dairying, field crops, poultry, insects 
and plant diseases, farm building 
construction, farm machinery and

many other topics. The subjects are 
arranged alphabetically under general 
titles. Not only are the lists them­
selves available from the Department 
out any of the publications therein 
contained.

Perhaps no more significant inci­
dent could be offered to herald a 
pau-!9 in the steadily upward trend 
of pricee than the announcement of 
the big Waonamaker store in Phila­
delphia that all prices would be cut 
to make an average reduction of 20 
percent. Farther it is statèi that 
the store policy will be t<f make new 
purchases only on the basis which 
will permit of this redaction being 
made.

Board of Commerce says that a 
Montreal sogar broker refused to 
accept a check fr-vm an Ottawa 
broker, “because h -vould only swell 
his already exc»»»ive profits.” We 
would never have believed, however, 
that any profiteer would act like that 
under any circumstances.

Since February 7tb, 1918, close to 
22,000 farm tractors, valued for cus­
toms purposes at approximately 
$22,000,000 have been imported into 
Canada from the United States with­
out payment of duty. If the normal 
customs duty and the war tax had 
been collected and if importations 
had been on the same scale, the Fed­
eral Treasury wonld have collected 
more tiym $6,000,000.
