Thereie & frequently recurring oom-
plsiot from the farm, reached through
through the ugricultural press, of the
relybtance bf Poys to femain in farm-
ipgipursuita, indeed ' sometime: even
to enter on such & life. What is the
cause of this restiess spirit 7. Are coun
try employments odious1n themselves ?
It is appalling to note the young lives
wrecked in cities ; youths who strain
every merve and use every means to at
tain a profession, who just reach the
threshold and then succomb, worn out
io miod and crushed in body. Of the
vast multitude who year after year
leave their country-bomes to seek for-
tune, in cities how many succeed ? The
percentage is very sumall, évén of those
who find a modérate degree of success.
Some lack ability, others endurance,
and mabdy do. not posses sufficient
strength,

From these remarks it must not be
inferred thay dull and weakly boys are
by nature best fitted to remain in the
country snd become fatmers. The
ablest men meuntally are none too en»
lightened, none too cspable, to cope
with the mapy diffiicult problems of
agrioulture. To day the land question
nolds threattention of Europe,end win:"
our abundance of territory, as yet
sparsely populated, we are not many
generations  distant from “Soarcity of
land and its'inevitable diffioulties. The
bardent part of farm life is its seeming
monotony. We advisedly use the word
seeming, because farm: life is more
varied than professional or mechanical
life, The four seasons bring to the
farmer varied ocoupations and varied
plul’hl’_l. ;gm‘iournllllt, the lawyer,
the dogtor, 1o gheir callings Enow no
seasons | threé hundred'and sixty-five
days snnusally ste the working days of

jer professions. Artisans and mechanics
ienjoy rest on one day of every week.
' Railroad employes generally obtain two,
sometimes three Snndaya' rest out of
ten months of the year. During the
fierce heat of summer the publio will
travel, and the raiiroad men, from the
tiiymewsboy to she:general

tendent, must be at their post.

Our counsel to boys is, before you
decide Lo leave the farm for other work,
seek information, and make as sure as
you oan that you are more ﬁuod‘ for
city than country life. To the farmers

treated they will recoguize it ; if your
boys are overworked, poorly oclothed,
badly fed and boogishly treated, make
haste to change and mend your Whys.
A bad employer gete an_ unwilling
service. The best tempered boy ocan
be made sullen; the most ambitious
ocan be discoursged.

Skill of tiie Eand,

We bear s great.deal about;the won-
derful precision and accuracy of mach-

wonderful ; but the degree of agguracy
to which the human hand ean be train.
ed is equally wondertful.. Playing cards
are required to be cut with the. sides
quite parallel to each other, because if
a pack be trimmed by the machine
slightly wider at one end than at the
other, and they ‘become turned “¢end
for @pd 'indenling, the exoess io width
of som@'oards over otbers ag#hé end of
the pack will-be double thaivériation in
any one card, which would facilitate
ohes(ing ; & very minute variation ‘be-
ing peroeptible. The men who test
tbese oarde for this, .make ecalipers of
their tingers and thumb, and by pase-
ing them along from one end to'the
other, .detect a difference in width be-
tween the two ends whieh is difficult to
méastire by any other means.

There are men-employed in factoriee
where dried yeast ismade, whose busi-
ness itiis.0 put'the yeast into packsges
weighing & certdin amount each. Iuvis
on altabla’in‘iront of them in" & large
plastic maes, and there are scales for
weighing it; but the men do not use
the scales, they simply separate from
the mass with their hands s lump of 14
and put it up, and you may go and ser
lect anyone of those lumps you may
chooee. at random, and put it on the
scales and it will weigh exactly the
right amount; the scale beas just bal-
ancing. ' Where alarge numbier ofegge
are hand1éd and shipped to mirket there
is a process known as ' candleing ' eggs,
which congists in taking them up in the
bands (usually two eggs in each "hand
at a time) and holding them up before
a lighted candle; the light shining
through them reveals to the practised
eye the exact condition of the contetts.

For the Housewife.

Gum camphor scattered about mice
bhaunts will drive them away,

Blood stains from fur can be removed
by rubbing well with dry plaster of
parie.

You can make cloth waterproof by
varnjshing it with lineeed oil, coating
with solution of rubber in naptha.

To.take ink out of linen, dip the ink
spotsin-pure melted tallow ; then wash
out the tallow and the ink will come
out with it. This is unfailing.

To protect obildren’s’clothing from
fire add ene ounce of alum to the last
water used in rinsing clothes. This
is unfailing.

To remove ink staine from- boards
use strong muriatic acid or spirits “of
salt. Apply with a piece of cloth and
then wash thorougnly with water,

To,glean pies plate that have long
been uesed for baking, put them in a
large kettle of cold water and throw on
them a few bot ashes or cinders, and
let them boil for an hour.

To revive old silk: When silk has
lost its gloss and becomes limpey it
may be'restdred by ‘sponging’ with ‘s
solution of half an ounce of gum
tragacanth in a pint of het water.

Starch polish : A piece ‘of ‘steatine,
candle spermaceti or white wax as large
as a robin’s egg will give a nice gloss.
A teaspoon of salt”‘to edch™ pint of
starch prevent sticking.

For chapped lips dissolve beeswax in
a small quantity of sweet oil and heat
carefully. Apply thesalve two or three
time# a day snd avoid wetling the lips
as much as possibles

To.remove mildew: Rub .the -epots
well with soft soap .and whiting, or
pewdered chalk, and- lay upon the
graes, wetting it occasionally with warm
soap suds until the spots disappear.

To cleanse poroelain saucepans, fill
them balf full of hot wate: and put n
the water a tablerponnful of powdered
borax and let 1t boil, If this does not
remove all the stains, ecour well with a
cloth rubbed with soap snd borax,

For cleaning mahogany, take one
pint of furniture oil, mix with it onex
half pint of spirite of turpentine and
one half pint of vinegar, wet a woollen
rag with the liquid and rub the wouod
the way of the grain, then polish with
a piece of flannel and eoft cloth.

THEIR POWER OF FLIGHT—THREE
MILES IN FOUR DAYS,

Audabon tells that ‘pigeons’ power of
flight enables them, when in need, to sur-
vey and pass over an astonishing vxtent
of country ina veiy short time. ' Pigeons,
for example, bave boen Killed in the neigh«
borbdod of New York with their crops
filled with rice, collected by them in the
fields at Georgia and Caroline,the nearest
point at ‘which this supply could possibly
have been obtained. And that it is well
konown that, owing to their great power of
digestion , they will ‘decompose food en-
tirely in twelve bours, they must have
travéled between three hundred and four
hundred miles in six hours, making tbejr
speed at an average of about a mile s min-
ute.

Susan Fenimore Cooper, in writing upon
this, pleasantly says : ¢ It is supposed the
birds were a few hours on.the journey,
breakfasting on the Santee and dining on
the Hudson. At this rate it has been
calculated that our passenger pigeon might
go to Europe in less than three days; in<
deed, a'straggler is sald to have been ac-|
tualy efiot in Scotland. So whatever dis-
putes may arise as to the rival merits of
Columbus and the Northman, it is very
probable that American pigeons had dis-
covered Europe long before the Europeans
had discovered them as birds of this coun-
try.

Their great power of flight, it is said, is
seconded by as great a power of vision,
which enables them, while they travel at
such a swift rate, to view objects below, to
discover their tood with facility and thus
put an immediate end to their journey,
This has been proved to be the case by
baving observed the pigeons when passing
over a destitute part of the country, to
keep High in the air and in such an exten.
sive front as to enable them to survey
hundreds of acres at once. But if, on the
contrary,'the land was richly covered with
feed, or thé trees with mast, they would
fly low in order to discover the portion
most plentifully supplied, and upoo these
they alighted progressively.— Western
