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—Our American cousins profess to care
very little for titles of honor and all that sort
of thing, and occasionally boast that to be a
sovereign citizen of the greatest republic on
earth is honor enough forthem. The sover-
eign citizen who for some years has been
president of the Canadian Pacific Railway
does not seem to share in this sentiment,
however, as a few years ago he renounced his
American citizenship and took the steps
necessary to constitute him a subject of Her
Majesty. Now, in recognition of the dis-
tinguished services he has rendered the em-
pire, in connection with this great railway
system, he has just received the honor of
knighthood, and thereby becomes Sir Wil-
liam Van Horne, K. C. M. G. There are
few men who have received this distinction
at the hands of Her Majesty during recent
years who have been more deserving of the
honor than Mr. Van Horne. The Canadian
Pacific is the longest line of railway under
one management in the world, and the man
who can successfully manage such a vast
railway and steamship system as that cor-
poration owns must possess abilities of a
brilliant type.

His predecessor, the first president of the
C. P. R. Company, was first given the honor
of Knighthood and afterwards was created
Lord Mount-Stephen, a distinction, if we
mistake not, entitling him to a seat in the
House of Lords. Lord Mount-Stephen pur-
chased a fine estate in England and has taken
up his residence there, thus becoming the
founder of a family of the English nobility.
At the time Mr. Van Horne became a British
subject American newspapers accused him
of having a similar ambition; and there may
be some grounds for the accusation. At any
rate it is rather a laudable ambition for even
a sovereign citizen of the greatest republic on
earth.

They buy
our lumber because they want it, and cannot
very well do without it.

extent, while the absence of duty enables |

the consumer over there to get his lamber
that much cheaper. When, therefore, Con
gress decides not to tax lumber, they simply
decide not to tax the consamer of the article
among themselves.

That the American lumber supply is be-
coming limited is shown by the fact that
five hundred million feet of logs are annually
cut on the Canadian side and towed across
the great lakes in rafts to be sawn in Amer-
ican mills. All these might be manufactur-
ed into lumber on this side, thus giving em-
ployment to Canadian labor instead of to
that of our neighbors. A good many mem-
bers of the dominion parliament are anxious-

piianding that this destruction of our
forests be stopped by an export duty on logs,
which will prevent the exportation of logs
and give employment to our own men in
manufacturing it into lumber at home, The
reason why this has not been done is very
largely owing to the fact that our politicians
desire to be neighborly with the United
States and are anxious to avoid all action

which is likely to cause irritation or ill feel- |

ing. Yet, according to Senator Frye, we
are the worst enemies the United States has.

—Jupcing by the reports which' come
from Newfoundland almost daily, the poli-
ticians of that island must all be getting
rich. It is rather a dull week with them
when there are not two or three libel suits
begun by some of their politicians, with
damages ranging all the way from five to
twenty thousand dollars. It will only be

necessary to collect these damages in order ’
to make millionaires out of those entering |

. the suits. Our friend Morine must have
several such suits under way. We think it
would be a good thing for him to collect a
hundred thousand or so out of them and then
get out, leaving the Newfoundlanders to
fight it out among themselves.

“{ Speaking seriously, however; the politics
'of the island certainly appears to be ina bad
mess, and the reports recently received from
there almost forces upon one the conviction
that the people are not yet fit for responsible
self-government. Long before the present
difficulty arose, we made the stateinent that
her politicians appeared to be rushing the
island into debt at railroad speed, with the
possible object of throwing thems:lves into
the arms of the dominion, after they had

* borrowed and equandered to the utmost ex-
tent of the island’s credit. When the time
does come that her politicians desire to join
the dominion, we trast that our own public
men will oppose the union. We in Canada
have no use for Newfoundland, until her peo-
ple learn to take a different view of the duties
pud responsibilities of citizenship than they
séeim to at present.
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~THE local campaign in Ontario isnow in
full swing and the exchavges which come to
us from that province are freighted with
appeals to the free and independent elector.
The extravagant cost of this bridge and of
that piece of road, the enormous sum paid to
the commissioner for supervising the work,
and the small sum paid for the labor of doing
it, and much more of the same kind, are all
et forth with a great deal of elaboration and
exactness. These things have a very familiar
air about them, reminding us forcibly of
similar utterances of onr own stump orators
of a few'weeks ago. As the campaign pro-
gresses the prospect is believed to have visi-
bly brightened for Sir Oliver Mowatt’s gov-
ernment, and it now seems more than pro-
"bable" that the plucky premier will add
another to his long list of victories, In one
respect this campaign differs from any we
have experienced in this province for a good
many years. Frantic appeals are being
made to narrow-minded sectarianism and

Provineial Exhibition.

The great agricultural and industrial event
of the year is the provincial exhibition,
which has been fixed for the last week of
September. The agricultaral act of of Nova
Scotia provides that a provincial exhibition
shall be held once in three years and the
Halifax Exhibition Commission, incorporat-
ed by act of last session, has taken the ini-
tiatory steps for carrying it out. The prize
list and regulations have been issued, form-
ing a book of 136 pages.

The public days of the exhibition are
Tuesday 25th, Wednesday 26th, Thursday
27th and Friday 28th September. Intend-
ing competitors and other exhibitors are
required to make entries on the proper
printed forms, previous to the time of exhi-
bition. Entries of live stock, poultry, dogs,
dairy produce, ladies’ work, fine arts, and
all classes of manufacture are required to be
so entered before 25th August; grain, field
roots, fruits, and horticultural products be-
fore 15th September. No exception will be
mads to this rule on any consideration what-
ever. In the horse, cattle, sheep, swine and
dog classes, the entry must be made in the
pname of the person who has been bona fide
owner for three months previous. In all
other classes entries must be made in the
name of the producer or manufacturer, and
by them or their authorized agents.

In the dairy department a departure is
made in view of the anticipated development
of the creamery industry. Thirty-five prizes
are offered in all. For two firkins of cream-
ery butter, the prizes are as follows:—$30,
$20, $15, 810, 85. J. Rufus Starr, 'ort Wil-
liams, is Chairman, and on the committee
we find other representatives from the coun-
ties of Cape Breton, Antigonish, Cumberland
and Hants.
