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people to live when all else fails; other fish also
abound-" indeed, this country is the Kingdom of
water and of fish." The climate is very healthful-
"an especial blessing."

The peace made with the Iroquois, detailed in the
preceding chapters, fills the missionaries with joy,
and great hope for the extension of their field of
labor. Le Mercier finds especial encouragement in
the prospect of establishing a mission in the enemy's
country, on or near Lake Ontario. The Onondagas
invite the Jesuits to do this. The final chapter-
summarizing several letters from Canada which have
come to the Paris editor-mentions that the Hurons
who took refuge at Quebec have cleared and planted
3oo arpents of land, thus providing food for them-
selves.' Some of them have been clothed through
gifts received from France, from friends of the mis-
sion. Several instances of the piety of these
neophytes are recounted, as also of their virtuous
resistance to temptation.
