There is now muck more willingness on the part of
Israelites to hear and discuss the claims of christianity than formerly.
And it i asserted by the distinguished Dr. Tholuck, of Germany,
that more Jews have embraced the christian religion within the last
twenty-five years than in eightecn hundred before. Christians are
also awaking to a clear sense of their obligations and dcties to the
house of Israel, and are rapidly laying aside that unpardenable bit-

. terness which posessed them for so- many ages. There are to our
- knowledge, not less than thirteen large and efficient societies in
" different parts of the worid,—at Berlin, Bremerleke, Stratsburg,

Busle, Posen, Breslan, Frankfort-on-the- Main. Dantrie, Kingsberg,
Toulouse, Dresden, London, New York and other places, whose pro-
fessed and only objeet is to show kindness to the Jews, and to assist
them in finding the true Messiah. The operations ofall of them have
been erowned with most desirable results.  And the conversions that
have occurred have not been among the ignorant and more suseepti-

- ble and reckless classes, but among people of high standing and con-
+ scientious integrity ; men of cultivated understandings and high

literary attainments ; men who understood prophesy and were quali-
fied to weigh evidence.
