AxecpoTR oF Ricnanp I11.—In the town of Leicester,
the house is still shown where Richard III passed the
night before the battle of Bosworth; and there is a story
of him still preserved in the corporation records which il-
lustrates the caution and darkness ot that prince’s char-
acter. Tt was the custom to carry among the baggage of
his camp, & cumbersorme wooden bed, which he pre-
tended was the only bed be could sleep in. ¥ers bs
contrived a secret receptacle for bis treasure, wwhich lny
concealed under a weight of timber.  After the fatal
day on which Richard fell, the Ear} of Richmond en~
tered Leicester with his victoriovs troops; the friends
of Richard were pillaged, but the bed was neglected
by every plunderer, as useless lumber. The owner
of tbe house afterwards discovered the hoard, and bee
came suddenly rich, without any visiole canse. flebought
lands, and at length arrived at the dignity of being mag:r
of Leicester.  Many years afterwards, his widow, who Badl
been left in great afffucnce, was murdered for her wealth
by her servant maid, who bad been privy to tbe affair;
aud at the trial of this woman and her accomplices, the
whole transaction came to light, .
