Tho merchant pays taxes, but ho
charges it up in tho prico of tho goods
which he aclls to tholaborer. The banker
may pay a tax to the Government, but ho
ots it back in his Tate of interest. The
aborer may not borrow dircct from the
banker, but the landlord, the morchant
and tho contractor who does - borrow 1t
charges it up againat the laborer.  Thore-
fors, do not bo decoired becauso the iax
collector does not call on you in person,
for ho gots inte your pocket 1n somo way,
and gots nearly all the faxes collected.—
Workman and Farmer.
