Mother decidedlv
nervous and subject to hysterical attacks. One sister, healthy. No
consumption, mental disease or fits in family.

Previous history.--Health always good except for an attack of rheu-
matisn and sone grippe. Habits exemplary in every way. He has
worked steadily for one farnier for eighteen years, bearing an excellent
character.

Prescnt illness began in May, iS 94 . He was leading a colt by a
halter, when it reared and jumped on him, kr.ocking him down He
lost consciousness for a few moments, and on recovering his senses
