and instruction. One of them sixty years
of ngo (with litt'e bandaged fo%t), is oxcond
ingly zealous and dovoted. With stafl in
hand, and little grand-child by hor sido, she
goos throughout tho neighbourhood, bidding
those of hor own sox to come and hear the
