THE VICE-REGAL RECEPTION AT
INGERSOLL.

Our resders will remember the prominent
position taken by the beautiful town of Inger-
soll in the roupd «f festivities aceorded through-
ou: Untaria to Lond and Lady Dulferin, a pic-
torial record of which appeared in the pages of
the NEws at the time. The prospervus and
enterprising town was no less lavish in its re-
ceptien of our new Governor-General amd his
charming consort, which took place on the 16:h
Septemiber.  The special train  containing the
Fﬂrty reached Ingersoll about twe v'elock, and
ong befors that hour erowds began to congre-
ate arourd the platform.  The 220d Batralion
urnished u Guard of Honor, composed »f No. 4
Company, Ingersell, ani a detachment frem
the Lake:side and Tilsonbtrg companies, unider
command of Major EBis, Licutenant Brown
amd Ensign Ramsey. They were formed in
double Jine on the eastern side of the platform
facing the rear car of the Viee-Regal train., O
alighting and being presented to the Mavor, Mr.
C. E. Chadwick, by Hon. A. Crooks, M.P.P.,
His Eseellency aud Her Roval Hivhness im-
mediately entered the fonr-in-hand driveuy by
Mr. F. G. Carroll, =nid the procession under the
direction of Messrs, Brady, Cosswell and Frezedi
procerded over the bridge and under the hand-
seme zrch erceted by the Noxaon Manufucturing
Company, woving slowly up Thames street
under the evergrien aich eected biv the tawn
authiorities au the corner of Thames and Chnrles
streets, . When opiposite the Chronicle oftice—
it Is th our esteemed contetwypirary that we are
ind-bied for these detatis—the earriage contain-
ing the Vice-Regal party stopied, and obtained
an execellent view of the cheese Luyers’ urch
ereetesd on the ecorner of Thames aud King
streets, a5 well as the decorations above and on
both sides of the street. Moving on, the pro-
cession wended its way up Thames street to the
school grecnds, the whole streets breing hined
with an enthusiastic throng,  As the carriage
with its royal freight ayproached the dais which
had been vrected on the grounds, elose to the
school building, the voicrs of xix hundred chil-
dren stationed ov a platform in the rear of the
dais, broke forth in a song of welcome., The
illnsirions guests having alighted ou the dais,
Mayor Chadwick read an adidress on the part of
the people of Ingersoll, to which His Exceileney
made a most ¢ ppropriate teply.  Then the lead-
ing ecitizens of the town were prescuted, after
which the Mayor called on E. Casswell, Esq.,
and presented him to His Excellency and Her
Royal Highness as the ploneer of the export
cheese trade of Canada, - His Excellency, after
a sliort eonversation . in reference to the trade
with Mr. Casswell, requested him to send one of
his best . cheese to his address at Ottawn.  The
tev. E. M. Bland, a cousin of Major DeWinton,
wag also  presented, | being mmtioduced Ly the
Jatter " gentleman.  Miss  Janie Christopher,
daughter of daian Chiistopher, E-q., and
granddanghter ‘of the Muayor, presented Her
Excelleney with a bonguet of lowers on Lehalf
of the ladies of Ingersoll.  Miss Minnie Brown,
danghter of P. J. Brown, Esij., and Miss Hattie
Rohiuson, daughter of Mrs. E. Robinsun, also
prerented the Prineess with  bouquets. Miss
Maudie Hall, daugliter of E. Hull, Ewq., pre.
sented the Marquis with'a bouquet,

The ceremonies at the schiool grounds conclud-
ed, the Vice-Regal party evtered their carringes
and were driven through the priucipal streets of
thetown and upon‘their arrival at the station the
Marquis “inspected the Guard of “Hunor and
through Major Ellis thanked them.

high. On the top of the arch, umlerneath a
massive. floral crown, was to be seen one of
Noxon's celebrated Hoosier Seed Drills, flanked
on each side by Mowers, the colors of the paint-
ing being very striking.  On each side of the
main. part of the arch” were placed suggestive
mottoes, in large gold letters on erimson back
ground, reading as follows: *“ Agriculture,
Commerce, Industry, Integrity.” Underneath
the machinery a beantifully painted Royal Coat
of Arms was placed, and on’ each side were
“Welcome to Ingersoll,” and **God Save the
Queen,” the whole structure being capped with
three large Union Jacks. On the south side of
the arch were placed two words in Gaelie, *“Slan
Leibh" — being interpreted’ to wean “ Good
Bye.” A very neat shield was to be seen near
the top having a Maple Leaf, with a varied
colared star for background. A neat and hand-
some banuer also huug down from the centre of
arch, with : the word * Welcome' in white
letters bordered with silver fringe on blue tack-
ground.  The  structure was also tastefully
dotted with the monograms ‘.. L."” and bun-
nerettes, the whole furming a sight that could
not but bring forth the admiration of those
viewing it.  Mr. Jas. Noxon is worthy of all
prawse for his wonderful push and enterprise.
and indeed no man conld have Jdone more, and
with so lavish a hand, as that accomplished by
this gentleman. in the erection of such a noble
pieve of work. To some of Mr. Noxon's em-
ployees great credit is attached, muong whom
we might single oue Messrs. John R. Warnack,
foreman of the Works, who drew the pluan, John
Farusworth and George Reid, who desipned and
made the mottoes  aud emblems. - We must
note that the Messrs. Noxons decorated the
bridge with toliage in such a manner as to add
very materially to the general scenery.

SAMPLE OF THAMES STREET DECORATIONS.

The magniticent store front of C. H. Slawson
aud K. Cuswell was dressed with heavy ever-
green wreaths dotted with red bervies, tlags of
all nations, stréamers of red, white and blue,
several beautiful standad., crown  with L.
L.” worked in flowers en white ground, aud an
immense Union Jack floating avross the street
from top of building. In frout of the storea
platform was erected, on which were placed
pyramids of cheese— the clhicese cut looking very
tempting ; also a circled stand containing a
large number of jars of Michell's Annatte, the
whole forming a very imposing feature, sugges.
tive of the dairy interests in which Tngersoll is
so largely interested ; the platform arched with
florul wreaths. The display was a ereditable
one, Rovalty deeming it so by graciously halt-
ing in frout of it and partaking of the cut
cheese.  They were also favored with an order
from the Marquis.

CHEESE BUYERS' ARCH,

This arch, ereeted on thie corner of King and
Thanies streets, was entirely comnmsed of cheese
bexes and was a sight that would convey the
bportance of the dairy interest of which this
arch’ was erected to represent. Qu the north
side was plaved the words, **The Dairy later-
ests of Uanada,” on the south side, ** Per Vias
Reetss,” 1t was decorated with evergreens,
Canadian emblems, and two furge Scotch This-
tles.. The construction: of this fine arch was
under the ‘management of the energetic cheese
buyer, E. Casswell, Esq.

SCHOOL GROUNDS DECORATIONS.

At the entrance of the grounds a triple arch
was erected, covered with evergreensand flawers,
surmotnted with five flagstatls and Union Jaecks.
The dais, which was in fiont of the school
building, was magnificently furnished with easy
chiirs, sofus, etc. The vast quantities of rare
flowers, flowers in pots, and floral wreaths were
so arrauged “as 1o give an almost indeseribable
effect 1o the seenv.
