The
entrance to the church is from the south sids,
through a commodious porch, There is also a
large vestry on the north-enst side.

The interior of the churchis finished entirely

“"in wood. - The walls ave ceiled, oiled and var-
nished, and the roof is butternut stained. There
is no east window, but there is a three-light
window in the West end.. The chancel is six-
teen feet deep and twenty-four feet wide, The
elevation of the altar is four feet above the
nave. - The altar, the gift of Rev. J. M. Daven-

© port, is a handsome piece of workmanship. It
is made of butternut. but has three panels of
pine in the front. The centre panel containe
the monogram *“LH.S.)” and each of the other

“panels a lily, the émblem of purity. The mono-
gram “ LH.S.” and the lilies are of black wal-
put. The font is alsc very handsome, and is
the gift of Miss Medley. The lectern was given
by the Metropolitan, and the prayer-desk by

. Col. Raymond, Woodstock. The organ is one
by Karn & Co. The building is seated with
chaira. It in remarked by all visitors how
beautifully all the furniture corresponds.

The service of comsecration began at 2 p.m.
Besides the Metropolitan, the following clergy-
men were present :—Rev. G, H. Steritng, Rev,
W. Jaffrey, Rev. G. G. Roberts, Rev. H, Mont-
gomery and Rev. N, C. Hansen. Prayers were
read by Rev. H. Montgomery, the first lesson
by Rev. Mr, Roberts, and the second lesson by
Rev. Mr. Jaffrey. The service was very hoarty
and the singing excellent, Theantham, * Thine,

service, the Metropolitan confirmed & young
