Sir John Thompson and the
Orangemen,

The assertion that Orangemen
object to Sir John Thompson as
Premier Because of his religious

The Orangemen who
areidentified with the Liberals will
no doubt differ with Sir John on
political grounds, but few, if any,
merely because of his religious be-
lief.

Never before in the history of the
province was there so much land
ready for the next season’s crop,
and should they be blessed next
season with an abundant crop and
fair prices, the present pinching
times will be forgotton in the gen-
eral good times. Such are sure to
come in due course; the present
low price of wheat which is re-
sponsible for the farmers’ present

troubles cannot continue and there ‘

is no reason to feel discouraged
with the outlook.
