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c) the object of and the reason for the
request;
d) the names and addresses of the parties

to whom the request relates, if known;

and,

e) a brief description of the subject of
the request and the legal issues

involved.
3. Urgent requests may be made by telecocommunica-
tions, but oral requests shall, upon request, be confirmed
in writing without delay.

ARTICLE IV

Surveillance of Conveyances and other Means of Transport,

Goods and Persons

The Customs Administration of one Party, upon
the request of the Customs Administration of the other
Party, shall, to the extent of its ability, exercise

special surveillance over:

a) persons known to be, or suspected by the
requesting Party of being engaged in the

cummmission of an offence;
