BEEP CATTLE, BEEF, VEAL:  The Right Hon. 
James  G. Gardiner, Minister of Agriculture, 
announced August 13 that, effective Monday, 
August 16, export control of beef cattle and 
calves, beef and veal, dressed and other ed.. 
ible beef and veal products, canned foods 
contaiining meets, and meet pastes, are dis-
coàtinued. Control was imposed in September, 
1942, to maintain supplies of beef for Cana-
di 4n consumers and to aid in the enforcement 
of Iprice controls.  • 

410epartmental Officials pointed out that 
 While the  United States has no present res-

trictions on the number of cattle to be  ith 
ported at the minimum duty  of 1% cents per 
pohnd live weight,  the  total quota under the 
new trade agreement is 400,000 head annuallY, 
for cattle weighiOes over 700 pounds, instead 
of the  old total ef 225,000.head. In addition 
to live cattle. Canadian' beef and beef by-
products may also find a market in the United 
States under  the  new duty rate of 3 cents per 
pound established by the Geneva agreement 
instead of the old rate of 6 cents per pound. 

As to the number of cattle Which might be 
exported to  the United  States, it was pointed 
out that in the year 1944 exports of beef, 
mainly to Great Britain, were eiquivalent to 
more than 600,000 head of.cattle. Since that 
time export surpluses have dropped off until, 
in the first seven months of this year, ex-
ports amounted to  the  equivalent of only  35.-
000  head of cattle. However, in recent weeks 
caetle. marketings have been on the increase, 
and there is no doubt that there will be a 
substantial seasonal surplus of beef in Canada 
during  the  remainder of this year. 

EMPLOYNENT AND PAYROLLS:  Important expan-
sioh in industrial employment was recorded on 
June 1 when  the staffs of 18,908 larger firms 
in the  eight major industrial groups totalled 
1,984,974, an increase of 2.8 per cent over 
May 1, according to the Bureau of Statistics. 
This advance, likethat indicated at the same 
date last summer, was on-a rather larger scale 
than at June 1 in earlier years. since 1941, 
The  weekly earnings of ehe-persone in recorded 
employment averaged $39.31 at jhne 1 as com-
pared with $39.70 at May 1. At June 1 last 
year  the per capita figure was $36.00. 

Based on the 1526 average as 100, the index 
of employment rose from 186.5 at  the  first of 
May to 191.7 at June 1,Whinlit was the highest 
in the record for the time of year, exceeding 
by 3.9 per cent the previous maximum of 184.5 
at June-1, 1947. During the war years,  the 
peak index for the beginning of June was that 
of 181:2 in 1943. 

The general trend of employment *as favour-
able in all provinces except New Brunswick,

prioe-to exportation and be accompanied by 4 
certificate issued or endorsedby a salaried 
veterinarian of - the Canadian Covetnotant. 

All cattle and calves entering. the United 
States  are  subject to inspection by a veter- .  
inarian of the Uhited States Bureau of  Animai
Indutry at port of entry end may be rejected 
for .physical defects. abnormalitiesorevidencé 
of disease. 

The Uhited States Bureau of Animal Ihdustry 
will not permit the transportation by motor 
truck into the United  States of cattle in-
tended for slaughter unless such cattle are 
àçcompanied by tuberculin-and blood test cer-
tificates as required for . Canadian cattle 
entering the United  States  for breeding or 
dairy purposee. 

It was announced also , that export permits 
aie now being freely issued to anyone desiring 
th export oats und barley fromanada and ehat, 
sinCe the 1st of August, equalization fees 
fOrmerly charged on the eXport of oats and 
barley have been discontinued. . 

Where theravas no general change, and in all 
the main industrial divisions. There were 
moderate increases in employment in manufacn 

 turing, in-which the upward movement waà 
semewhat below normal in extent according td. 
the  experience of earlier years of the record. 1  
Activity . in  this group of industries, howeveré 
continued at a relatively high level, the 
index being 2.9 per cent above that indicated 
at June 1, 1947. 

Among the non-manufacturing classes, eherà 
were very large advances in logging, partly 
due to  river-driving operations, and partly to 

-fire-fighting operatiens in the forests. Min, 
 ing, communications, transportation, hotels 

end  restaurants,  trade and construction also 
showed important expansion in employment. The 
largest percentage increase took place in 
construction, where the seasonal advance of 
11.5 per cent was nevertheless rather lesà 
than average. In general, the trends indicated 
conformed tothe usual pattern for the time 
of year.

Canada's interest in the International  Union 

of Geodesy and Geophysics has been maintained 
through a national comMittee on geodesy and 
geophysics since 1919.  'This  committee was 
first sponsored by  the  National  Research  Coun-
cil and later by ehe.Depertment of Mines and 
Resources. The committee.was inactive for a 
time-during the.war and subsequently in Decem-
ber 1946 its Junctions were.merged with those 
of the Associate Committee on Geodesy and 
Geophysics, establiehed at that time by the 
National Research_Cauncil 

Many important regearch.projects are now 
being undertaken. by  the COmmittee to provide 
peacetime data needed by navigators, meteoro-
logists, radio broadcasting stations and map 
Making organizations. Some'of the%e studies 
may be mentioned: Arctic weather dnditions 
and  the  location of the north magnetic pole, 
whiCh'are important to ensure safe navigation 
in the norih Atlantic; snow.and ice research 
which-is expected to yield data of economic 
value in dealing with sung* removal problems; 
investigations of the aurora and studies in  

magnetism have important bearing on probIeue. 
in the propagation of radio waves and hence,En7 
broadcasting. In these and in many related' 
fields Canadian research workers are.making 
good headway in cooperation with the Associate 
Committee on Ceodesy mul Geophysics. 

CANADA'S POPULAMNIRSbcwing  an increase 
71 301,000 over a lnear earlier, Canada's 
population at june 1 this year reached  12-
883.000,  according to  the  annual estimate by 
the Bureau of Statistics.  The  year's gain was 
the largest ever reçorded and compared with 
the  previous  record inegesse of 275,000 . in the 
preceding twelve Dierebe., eiCh had brought  the 
population tiVtWee twelve-and-a-half - million 
mark to 12482:000, et-June I, 1947. 

' Population  at the 1941 Census was 11,507,- 
000,  the increase in seyenisars thus empunting 
to 1.376.000, or nearly ij per cent. Both 
natural increase and greater immigration con-
tributed to the latest gain. Births were at 
the highest level for a year, while deaths 

'continued at the low level of recent years. 
Immigrants during the period totalled about 
90,000. 
- A11 provinces had  population gains  between 
June 1, 1947 and 1948, except Prince Edward 
Island. Ontario had  the  greatest increase with 
an estimated riseof 108.000. Quebec was second 
with 80,000, and  British Columbia  third with a 
gain of.38,000, Next in order of increase 
were:Alberta.24.000; ManitobasndNova Scotia, 
14,000 each; and New Brunswick and Saskat-
chewan, 12,000 each.; Population of Prince 
Edward  Island  declined an estimated 1,000, and 
that of the Yukon and Northwest 'Territories 
was unchenged.

757,000 (743,000); Saekatchewan, 854,000 (842,- 
000); Alberta,: 846,000. (92,000); British 
Columbia, 1,082,00.0 (1,044.000); Yukon, 8,000 
(M100); Northwest Territories, 16,000 (16,- 
000).

The 
termination  of-the sale of the Second Series 
anticipates the offéringof a Third Series in 
October.
