As a further contribution to Wor'd Refugee Year
the Government set up a $600,000 Spzcial Fund to bring to
Canada three grcups of tubercular refugees from the refugee
camps in Europe. The ~edera! Gevernment paid transportation
and maintenance costs for one vear or until such time as the
family became estaeblished. The provincial governments pro-
vided medical care and treatment in sanitoria for the refugees.
All told there were 826 of these refugees of whom 325 were
tubercular.

The refugees who came to Canade were resettled
with remarxably little difficuity and they have made a very
considerable contributisn to the continuing devel!cpment of
our country. YWe do not have r=fugee camps or nostels in
Canada and have been careful that they shouid not in any way
be labelled as a ceparate group. They have the same responsi-=-
bility and enjoy the same privileges ¢s any other immigrants.
