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And the House having proceeded to the deferred divi-
sion on the proposed amendment of Mr. Gilbert, seconded
by Mr. Orlikow,—That the amendment be amended by
deleting therefrom the phrase “one-half” and by sub-

stituting therefor the phrase “one-quarter”.

And the question being put on the said proposed
amendment, it was negatived on the following division:
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And the House having proceeded to the deferred divi-
sion on motions numbered 3, 5, 9 and 11, as follows:
