On the orders of the day:
Hon. Robert L. Stanfield (Leader of the

Opposition): Mr. Speaker, I should like to 
direct a follow up question to one I asked the 
Prime Minister a number of weeks ago. It 
relates to a promised or indicated white 
paper or statement regarding measures the 
government proposes to take to support its 
anti-inflationary program. My recollection is 
that the Prime Minister indicated that within 
a relatively short period of time he would be 
in a position to state the intention of the 
government in this regard. Can he tell 
when we might expect such a statement?

Right Hon. P.-E. Trudeau (Prime Minister):
Mr. Speaker, I believe the Leader of the 
Opposition is referring to a white paper on 
stabilization, or a board to stabilize prices 
and incomes. The Minister of Consumer and 
Corporate Affairs indicated in his speech to 
the house of about ten days ago, I believe, 
that this white paper would be in before the 
end of the year. That is as close a commit­
ment as I can now give to the Leader of the 
Opposition.

Mr. Yanakis: Mr. Speaker, last week in a 
news release, the hon. Minister of National 
Health and Welfare (Mr. Munro) drew the 
attention of Canadians to the health hazards 
of tobacco and published, for information 
purposes, a table of 85 brands of cigarettes 
giving their nicotine and tar contents.

Reports published recently by prominent 
chemists such as Dr. N. F. Forbes, professor 
at the Waterloo University, and other doctors 
throughout the world, have proved beyond 
doubt that cigarettes can cause

Mr. Stanfield: A supplementary question, 
Mr. Speaker. Is it proper to assume that the 
concept announced by the former prime 
minister last February with regard to the role 
of a prices and review board has been 
dropped, or at least very substantially 
changed, and a new concept adopted?

Mr. Trudeau: No, Mr. Speaker, I do not 
think there will be any fundamental depar­
ture from what was indicated by the then 
prime minister. As a matter of fact some of 
the plans he set forth have been followed by 
me in the sense that I have had meetings 
with leaders of labour and industry and have 
discussed these plans with them. I have also 
had several meetings with responsible people 
in the area of finance. I have asked advice of 
people who have looked at this kind of 
experiment in the United Kingdom, and the 
Minister of Consumer and Corporate Affairs 
has done a great deal of work on it. I believe 
all this is in the general direction indicated 
earlier last year by Right Hon. L. B. Pearson.
