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Righi Hon. P. E. Trudeau <Prime Minister)h
Mr. Speaker; Iintend te, table the agenda as
soon as I have the concurrence of ail the
provincial premiers, and I think that that wil
be early next week.

Mr. Alexander: A supplementary question,
Mr. Speaker. In view of the answer given by
the Prime Mînister, I wonder if the Prime
Minister would, if it pleases hlm,1 make a
statemnent as soon as possible after the' feder-
ai-provincial conference as to the govern-
ment's intention or policy with respect to our
urban problems?

Mr. Trudeau: Mr. Speaker, 1 have already
indicated to the House that, following the
December conference, if the opposition par-
ties agree we would seek an occasion to dis-
cuss the whole constitutional matter in the
House, as bas been done after the previous
federal-provincial conferences on the
constitution.
