In view of the federal government's new dairy policy
which reduces production quotas in Canada and of the
quite illogical increase in dairy product imports which
already represent 5 per cent of the national production of
industrial milk, and in light of the federal government's
decision to reduce the amount of grants to producers, thus
reducing their income, I move, seconded by the hon.
member for Beliechasse (Mr. Lambert):

That this House requeat that a special and urgent debate be held to
give the elected representativea of the people the opportunity to discuss
this essential matter before a final and last minute announcement is
made by the government, as the decisions of the federal government in
the matter are reached unilaterally without prior consultation with the
members of parliament, whereas in the case of the western wheat
producers the policy was appropriately discusaed and submitted to the
House several times.
