ILLEGAL ACTION OF PEIGAN BAND IN ALBERTA—MOTION

matter of urgent and pressing necessity under the provisions of 
Standing Order 43. In light of the fact that the Peigan Indians 
are denying the Lethbridge Northern Irrigation District access 
to the head gates of a southern Alberta irrigation system, that 
as a result 800 farmers on 114,000 acres of land in the area do 
not have the water they desperately need, and that the Peigan 
Indians have broken the law by defying an Alberta Supreme 
Court injunction forbidding the band from interfering with, 
obstructing or molesting employees of the Lethbridge North­
ern Irrigation District, I move, seconded by the hon. member 
for Lambton-Kent (Mr. Holmes):

CANADIAN TRANSPORT COMMISSION
BUS FARE INCREASES IN NEWFOUNDLAND—MOTION UNDER 

S.O. 43

Mr. John C. Crosbie (St. John’s West): Mr. Speaker, I rise 
under the provisions of Standing Order 43 to ask for unani­
mous consent for the following. In view of the fact that since 
the Minister of Transport (Mr. Lang) kidnapped the CN 
buses in Newfoundland and brought them under federal 
regulatory jurisdiction, the CN immediately received a fare 
increase of 8 per cent, followed by a second increase last 
November 1 and a further 15 per cent on a so-called interim 
basis until the Canadian Transport Commission made a deci­
