While 1 commend the Govern-
ment for doing that, let me point out that because it spends a
lot of money for advertising it must be able to deliver the
goods.

We want to be able to have a viable, strong tourist industry.
We want to have beautiful lakes and we want to have fish in
those lakes. These are ail important considerations at the
present time. While good fishing stili exists in certain lakes, it
has diminished considerably in many of them.

1 see that you are indicating that my time is up, Mr.
Speaker. But 1 just want to point out that we must do
something to protect our environment because it wiII also help
the tourist industry.
