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The Order being read for the second reading of Bill No. S-14, An Act
respecting Stanmount Pipe Line Company;

Mr. Morton, seconded by Mr. Morris, moved,—That the said Bill be now
read a second time.

After debate thereon, the qﬁestion being put on the said motion, it was
agreed to on division.

The said Bill was accordingly read the second time and referred to the
Standing Committee on Railways, Canals and Telegraph Lines.

The Order being read for the second reading of Bill No. S-15, An Act
respecting Mid-Continent Pipelines Limited;

Mr. Rynard, seconded by Mr. Doucett, moved,—That the said Bill be now
read a second time.

And a debate arising thereon;
The hour for Private and Public Bills expired.

A Message was received from the Senate informing this House that the
Senate had passed the following Bill, to which the concurrence of this House
is desired:

Bill No. S-17, An Act respecting The Board of Trade of the City of
Toronto.—Mr. Maloney.
