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cost the Province only 10,000, or 068.00 each.
If the Protestant 'Tormal School were to le allowed 
the. amount per teacher in training which it costs 
the Province to educate a pupil teacher in the 
Catholic TTormal Schools, the amount of the grunt 
should he -, 39,000 instead "of 10,000. Oven if the 
formal School grant which was released at the time 
the work was taken over by Macdonald College should ^ 
be in part charged up against the expenses there 
would still be a large grant due, in adcition to 
what is being given, o- the ' asis of the calculation 
which has been made. Therefore, I do not think 
it would be at all unreasonable to ask for an 
additional grant of -,15,000., making the total to 
the one Protestant TTormal School in th.e Province 
05,000. as against -'190,000 expended on Catholic 

formal Schools.
The case for the Protestant TTormal 

School could be made much stronger if we take as 
a' basis of the cost of education the number of 
teachers who actually enter the profession, 
shewn on the last page of -the memorandum, 
figures available in this connection, namely "or 
1918, shew that 384 Catholic teachers actually took 

the work of teaching, whereas there were 161 
Protestant teachers. This is perhaps a »airer 
basis of comparison., for it is ^ot the number of 
teachers turned out that should count but the 
that give their services to the Province.
