losses among swine and sheep in the proviso; the 
problem caused by the "constipated" condition of 
soils; and other questions of high importance, tho 
solution of which may bo of incalculable financial 
value. I may say that we do not for a nomont
regard any of this work as limited to English- 
speaking students. The more French-speaking stu­
dents engage in research with us, the more we shall 
be pleased.
