vinced that it still exists and institutes a grave menace th the safety 
of the country

In a letter published today Lord Charles calls upon his country­
men ‘,‘to take strong action with regard to the crowd of alien enemies 
in our midst." He urges that "meetings be held In every town and 
that resolutions be adopted protesting against the present state of 
affairs and eent to the prime minister."

MORE BOMBS FOR PARIS.

As a result of the German air raid on Paris yesterday, which 
has become an established incident of the Sabbath in the French Capi­
tal, four persons were killed and twenty wounded. This is one more 
death and six more wounded than first announced.

Despite the organisation of an “air blockade” by French craft, 
two German aeroplanes appeared tikis morning and penetrated the line 
of air defenders. In a few minutes they dropped six bombs in various 
sections of die dty, none of which dEd any serious damage. Neither 
was there a loss of life from die exploding bombs. Two of the deadly 
mifrTrr were directed at the Northern Railway Station, faffing be­
tween trams filled with passengers which were just on the point of 
leaving the station. The projectiles dug two feet in tile earth, hot 
did not explode. Another bomb fell m the suburb of St Ouen, but 
this also failed to explode. It landed within a short distance of a Mg 
paint factory, where there is a gasoline tank containing 80,000 gallons 
of gasoline. This tank was undoubtedly the mark of the bomb- 
thrower.
