The amount ot weekly relief granted has been $.") tl..36

amongst 423 cases. Out ot thij amount it cost the Society

$33.75 for eight patients sent to the General Hospital,

$36.99 for firewood sent to pirties in small quantities, and

$38 for eight burials in the Society's lot in the Cemetery.

A large proportion of the weekly relief was given ^"i dis-

tressed emigrants from the coiton districts in England, who

arrived here without means to proceed to their several

places of destination, in many cases without money to pro-

cure even a loaf of bread.

The total number of members on the roll was G53 ; of

these 31 are life members and G19 ordinary members. Of

the latter number 120 have ceased to be members of the

Society from various causes, such as death, removal from

the city, and some by their own request, &c. This leaves

•199 names on the roll. Of these 158 have paid up and 341

have not paid u]) their dues.
