Is There a Penalty?

The commissioners are imt doubt as
to 'whether the aect provides any
penalty to punish the rallway
company that charges above the maxi-
"mum fare nréscribed therein. Section
243 of the ‘Railway Act, not only gives
a right in action to the injureqd pas-
senger, but» it further provides that ‘‘if
no other peénalty is, in.this or the spe-
ma{ ‘act, provided, for Any such act or
omission” (the company) “is ljable for
each offence to a penalty of not less
than $20 and not more than $5000, in the
discretion of the court before which
the. same is recoverable.”

And by section 254 the trouble and
burden of recovering this penalty is
cast upon the attorney-general, who |
