FOUND A LOOPHOLE,

The Foreign Bv'«lntIOm Committee of the
US. Senate Discover a Way of Climb-
ing Down From the Pereh.

.Washington, Jan. 11,—At the Foreign
Relations Committee meeting to-day,
a sub-committee was appointed and di-
rected to prepare a joint resolution
setting forth the Monroe doctrine, the
full committee, by an almost unani-

mous vote, deciding that this doctrine

should receive the affirmation of Con-
gress. The wording of the resolution
will be reported to the full committee
at the next meeting. Mr. Gray was
alone in his opposition to the resolu-
tion.

The discussion of the Venezuelan
question brought out the fact that the
loophole left in the President’s mes-
sage,sanctioning any amicable settle-
ment made between the Venezuelan
Government and Great Britain by the
cession of territory, would be
acquiesced in by the United States,
and would probably be accepted by
Great Britain as the best way out of
the difficulty.

The Monroe doctrine, as it will be
affirmed by Congress, however, will,

| it is said, repudiate any such acquisi-

tion of territory in the future. The
report has gained credence that Eng-
land either has or will in the near fu-
ture make an offer of £100,000 for the
territory claimed by Great Britain and
disputed by Venezuela.

THE& JUDGES ARE IN IT.

They are All Heavy Losers by the Bank
Fallures and Cannot Try Delinguents

St. John’s, Nfid., Jan. 11.—A remark-
able complication has arisen respect-
ing the trials of the directors of the
suspended banks. The judges of the
Supreme Court are all heavy losers by
the bank failures and they, therefore,
decline to try the directors, being
themselves interested parties. Gover-
nor Murray and Chief Justice Carter
wrote to the British Colonial Office
concerning the matter. Secretary
Chamberlain approves thelr sugges-
tion that an English judge be selected
and sent to the colony to preside at
the trial. The Whitewayite executive
oppose the suggestion on a variety of
grounds, among others that it would
establish a dangerous precedent and
would require special legislation, ne-
cessitating an immedfate session of the
Assembly. The Opposition is keeping
quiet. The deadlock between the jud-
ges and the Ministry will probably re-
sult in an agreement by both political
parties to quash the trials altogether,
owing to leading supporters of both
political parties being included among
the directors. If the trials are aband-
oned it will be certain to arouse in-
tense indignation among the masses
of the people.

WARRIMOO NOT TO BLAME,

J. Cranstoun, an Hawaifan Exile, Falls to
Secure Damages.

Vancouver, B.C., Jan, 11.—A non-suit
was granted to defendant to-day In
the case of J. Cranstoun, one of the
Hawalian exiles, who sued the Cana-
dian-Australian Steamship Company
for $50,000 damages in connection with
his deportation from Honolulu. Cran-
stoun is an American citizen who was
charged by the Dole Government with
complicity in the late Hawallan re-
bellion and deported with others on
the Canadian-Australian steamship
Warrimoo by order of the chief exe-
cutive. The court held that the steam-
ship merely acted as an agent with
Hawalii, and that it was an act of
the State, and therefore the steamship
should not be held liable for damages.

i Good News for Miners.
