WHEN THE OLD CITY HALL GOES:

The Consensus of Opinlon Seems to Be
That & Fine Market Will Keep Sur-
rounding Properiy Valuable.

The Werld has reason to feel assured that
it.has initiated a movement which is every
day gathering so great momentum that a
comprehensive scheme for the preservation
of local interests and valuation will with-
out a doubt be formulated when the time
comes, if it is ever to come, when the old
City Hall is deserted. Four more reputable
business men have been sounded and they
are undnimous in saying that the only sal-
vation for civic property around Kront and
Market-streets is the creation of a credit-
able ecity market.

Ald. Hallam's Views.

If anybody is interested in this subject it
is Ald. John Hallam. The alderman thinks
there is no question but that a market to
extend from King-street to the Esplanade
would be the best means of protecting city
property. He Delieves that the judicious
expenditure of $75,000 or $100,000 would
be sanctioned by the /citizens and would
tend to concentrate business in that quar-
ter again. But he despairs of ever bring.
ing the property valuation up to the mark
it reached during the boom even should
a market or anything else be erected to
encourage business. He agrees that the
citizens would benefit from the competition
which centralization would induce. 5

What Mr. Wellington Says.

Chatting with his host, Mr, W. E. Wel-
lington of Stone & Welllngton ‘was ap-
proacbed when Mr. James Lumbers was
called upon. Mr. Lumbers confessed to not
having thought the matter over, but Mr.
Wellington fell in with the idea of creating
a market and convinced his guest. Mr. Wel-
lington felt assured that the present -St.
Lawrence Market was not adequate. Tor-
onto was now a large city and compared
with those of other cities of equal size
its market was a poor miserable affair. A
decent market would permit of the estab-
lishment of cold storage facilities, a thin
which as President of the Fruit Growers
Association he had long believed neces-
sary. It would encourage outside fruit
growers from all over to ship produce here.

Mr. Lumbers agreed that the scheme
would certainly keep business down in that
(‘n'fl\'nu'd be surprised at what a market
would do down there,” continued the other,
and he referred to the case of Boston, as
an instance where provision stores and res-
taurants had circled around a new mark_ﬂt.

Would Lead to Wire Palling.

Trustee Roden fired the first shot at It,
saying that it would lead to lobbying and
wire-pulling by teachers, who would ask
for the higher positions in order to get
the higher salaries. He denled that the
alleged scheme of paying in accordance
with grades, instead of length of service
possessed any merit under the plan pro-

osed.

Then Trustee Douglas gave his view. He
said that under the new plan merit would
be recognized and remuneration based up-
on work done.' The sum of $25,000 or
$30,000 would be saved, but it would only
dffect those recelving the maximum salary.
It was a well-known fact that the highest
paid teachers have managed by degrees to
get the lowest grade of classes, because
the work is easy. Not half a dozen teach-
ers receiving the maximum sarary are
teaching top grades. The ‘“reading, ‘ritin’
an rithmetic” in the higher classes are not
equal to those in the lower, and the only
remedy is to compel teachers to work them-
selves up to the bigher grades by giving
them a stimulus in the shape of better
pay.

Abused the Report.

Trustee Baird abused the report and Mr.
Douglas, who, he said, was addicted to
fads, and should not be taken seriously.
Whon he had proposed to empcwer tie
inspectors to examine teachers in order to
find cut their capability, Trustee Douglas
who now posed as a champien of efficiency,
had opposed him. He was now trying to
reduce the salaries o people win were
doing good -work, -

Trustee Lee, who was ope of the framers
of the report, said that it was intended to
give the inspector power to move up the

tenchers according to efficiency, but some-
how, Mr. Douglas had forgotten to embody
it in the report.

The cry of the day was to
raise the standard of teachers, and now
they were trying to make life a harder
problem for the teachers. He pointed out
that it also looked as if Mr. Douglas’ col-
leagues were trying to put all the blame
upon him.

Mr. Kent, another colleague, then statéd
that he did not agree with the report. The
teachers, however, were to blame, because
they had sent in a petition based on the
principle embodied in the report. Askea
to quote the petition he had to admit that
only one school had sent in such a petition.

Has Been “Doing

TOUPLIFT THE FALLEN ONES

Rev. Dr. McCaughan Gompares To-
ronto With the City of Belfast

And Says the Congested Parts of Teremto
Are Worse Than Those of the City
from Which He Came — He Has No
Great Sympathy With Legisiative
Attempts at Moral leform—l“.“. Sin-
ners Within Our Limits, Says One Man
—Oflicers Elceted.

Central Presbyterian Church was well
filled last night to hear the eighteenth an-
nual report of the Toronto City Mission. It
was the largest annual meeting that has
ever been held in the history of the mis-
sion, showing that the public are awaken-
ing to the good work being done by these
pioneer slum workers.

The president, Dr. W. B. Geikie, pre.
sided and beside him were Rev. Dr. Mec-

Tayish, Rev. W. J. McCaughan, Hon, S.
H. Blake, Robert Hall, Rev. Dr. Parker,
Rev. W. W. Weeks and Rev. T. B Hyde.
Dr. Gelkie said, never in the history of
the mission had there been such great diffi-
culty collecting the necessary finances,
th the amount was very small. Had
it not been for a few friends the work
must have stogped. ! ?
Dr. MeTavish then moved tiie adoption
of the annual report, which was seconded
by Rev. Dr. Parker and carried.

The report shows the work of the mis-
sion to be in a flourishing condition, though
more money and more help is needed. Mr.
Hall and Miss Green, the Bible woman,
have been busy among the poor and ne-
glected, visiting the sick and trying to
raise the fallen whenever and wherever
possible. The report makes the statement
that thre are 100,000 people in the city
who have reached the age of responsibility
and who have mot been brought face to
face with the Gospel. During the past
few years there has been a gradual in-
crease in the number who take no interest
in matters of religion. The financial
statement showed a very small balance on
/band.

The Work of Civilization.

Rev. W. J. McCaughan moved the adop-
tion of a resolution recognizing the value
of the work of the mission in putting the
way of life before the poor and degraded.
The church, he said, did not reach the
poor, because the poor would not come to
the church. Someone must go to them. 1t
the church members would take up the
work there would be no meed, of such an
organization, but  they would not do it
He had no sympathy with legislative at-
tempts at moral reform. It had been sald
that ecivilization would work out the re-
form of the fallen. It had done much good,
and it had done much harm. It had not.
made countries puge. The most civilized
countries were the most impure, Civiliza-
tion developed means of gratitying selfish-
ness. It had not helped, but often hindered
mission work. Restriction would not do the
work, for remove it and the people go back
to the old life. The regeneration must be
from within.

‘Mr. MeCaughan then made a statement
new to the people of Toronto. He said
the most congested parts of Toronto were
worse than the most congested parts of
Belfast, though Toronto was spread over
an area four times as large.

Christian Sefentfsts a Bad Lot.

Mr. Robert Hall seconded the resolution.
He referred to the home of the murderer
Huton. When he saw the old man after
the crime he wept bitterly and expressed
great sorrow that he had not listened to
the words Mr. Hall had previously spoken
to him. There were many homes in Tor-
onto worse than Huton’s and the wonder
was there were not more murders. He
wanted - the city divided into three sec-
tions with a missionary at the head of
each. He criticized very adversely the
work of Christlan scientists and theoso-
phists. The resolution was adopted.

Rev. W. W. Weeks, moving the adoption
of the resolution ,thanking all those who
had assisted in the work, and especially
the Bible and Tract societies, said he did
not believe in ornamental religion. The God
who bnilt the mountains would not care
much for fine church masonry: who had
pointed the sunset would not be charmed
painted the sunset windows, and who lis-
tened to the archangels sing would not be
delighted with the anthems of modern
choirs. Soul-saving should be the work of
the church as it was the work of the mis-

ion.
