The striking vpholsterers met in Temper-
ance Hall yesterday morning and afternoon
and prepared a statement of their position,

Word has been recelved from Waterloo
stating that the trade there sympathizes
with the men here, and that they have

gone out untll the same demands which
the Toronto men are making are giv
th F kT
iem. Fifty Toronto inen are out on strike
and fifteen In Waterloo. 'I'ne upholsterers
in Guelph have conceded the demands which
the umlon has made, Ingersoll men have
ha:sl the rates asked for right along.
o Ten years ago,” said one of the ‘strikers,

‘the minimum price pald/ was 22%c, ‘while
as high as-25c and 27¢ per hour was paid.
The union was very strong then, and tuere
was no’trouble. 50 the men got careless
and did not properly look aftet thelr in-
terests,

“At the present time some of our men
get as low as 15c an hour, the same as is
pald workmen on the streets, and they
have to work much harder in the present
day to get this. ;

“Bverything Is ‘going up; we found it
hard enough to live formerly, buts with
bread and sugar and other provisions
steadily rising in price, we find it unen-
durable, ‘The advance we usk for is only
2%c on selling prices, . <

“At Guelph the contract system has been
done away with, and plece work now pre-
vails.

“In some of the papers it Is stated that
we were offered $11 a week all the year
round, steady work, and as high as $13.
Tlere has only been one case In two years
where a man made $13'a week. The' ave-
rage, counting the time we lald off, Is not
more. than §6 per week.As for being offered
steady work at $11, well, we! don’'t get
steady” work and can’t make $11 a week
at the present wages. One of the managers
of the:firms whose men are out has been
offering as high as $15 per week since the
strike.” ;

The World saw ‘a present foreman of a
firm who are not in the strike, who was
offered $15 a week. -

“No, sir,” saild he, “I'm not a union
man, but I will stick to the union. As I
told the manager who spoke to me, 1
wouldn't work for hiny for $5 a day under
the present conditions.”

Three men came in from Woodstock yes
terday, In response to the advertisements,
but refused to go to work on hearing the
facts. Two of- them have returned.

The question of alien labor and the en-
foreing of the labor law will come up
again in the House, according to a letter
written by Mr. E. F. Clarke, M. P.; to the
