This mighty emporium 
of Hamburg recognizes what the German 
people can do when united, and, on the 
other hand, how necessary to our Interest 
abroad Is the strengthening of our naval 
forces.

"It that class of reinforcement had not 
been refused me during the first eight years 
of my reign—refused despite my urgent re­
quests and admonitions, refused with scorn 
and even mockery—how different matters 
would have been now. We should be able 
to push our thriving trade and commerce 
over the teas.

“Germans are only beginning slowly to 
understand questions Important to the 
whole world. The face of the world has 
chanted greatly during the last few years. 
Standing In serried ranks by the Kaiser, 
proud of their great fatherland, and con­
scious of their real worth, the Germans 
must watch the development of foreign 
states. They must make sacrifices for their 
position as a world power, and, abandoning 
party spirit, they must stand united behind 
their princes and Emperor."

London, Oct. 18,-The War Office has Is­
sued the following statement: "News has 
been received from General Sir George 
Stewart White, the general commanding In 
Natal, that the anticipated movement of 
Boer forces across the Drakensberg, al­
ready reported from several quarter», 
likely to be continued on Oct. 17, In which 
case some of them might be expected to 
arzlve at Boann Bank that night and prob­
ably to come Into contact with our cavalry 
between Ladysmith and the passes of the Dra kensberg.
