BOERS SLIPPED THRU THE MESHES _
OF DRAG-NET SET BY KITCHENER

' Enemy Crippled Thru Lack of Supplies and British Handicapped

by Having to Devote Five-Sixths of the Army to
Guard Lines of Communication,

This siiuation has pro
voked the weary civilian population of
South Africa to cry out azaiust British
methods, and the correspondent of The
Pall Mall Gazette has sent a letter to his
paper, saying that the British command
er-in-chief i8 now known as “Kitchener
of chaos.”

Concurrently, the newspapers controlled
by Cecil Rhodes hiave started a joint agi-
tation that he is the strong man the coun-
try wants. This agitation is being con
ducted during Lord Milner’'s absence and
against his interests. To add to his trou-
bles, the Uitlanders now In Cape Town
and Dwrban have sent two accredited re-
presemtatives to Ingland tc seek to move
the Government against Lord Milner's ad
ministration of the Transvaal. They de
clare all his civilian officials, except two,

are personally objectiopable on the ground
that they are nomineeés of the capitalists
snd that they are introducing regulations
that will ruin the Rand, except for the
great companies.

The situation is an extremely difficult
one for Lord Milner, who is now the guest
of Colonial Seceretpry Chamberlain  at
Highbury, Birmingbam. The Government
will undoubtedly support him, despite the
industrious work of Dr. Leyds, the
Buropean agent of the Transvaal, In dis
seminating the text of the interviews be-
tween Lord Kitchener and Commander-in-
Chief Botha, showing that the persona!
antipathy to Lord Kitchener is one of the
greatest bars 'to the settlement of the
war.

Slept on Duty.

The
majority were sald to be ordinary of-
fenders, but the officers were said to be
guilty of treasonably aiding the Boers and
one of them was so Influential that he
succeeded in having the names of all three
suppressed. ’

According to The Dally Mail, one of the
soldiers accused of sleeping on duty, a
young volunteer, was sentenced to eight
years’ penal gervitude for this offence.
Thisy however, is probably an exaggera-
tion!

Not Disgraceful Humiliation.

The War Office, like most sensible men,
holds that it is necessary to make a
severe example of men convicted of sleep-
ing on duty. This, however, is not what
has raised the outecry, but the fact that
these men have been treated as common
jailbirds. They are former soldiers under
punishment for sleeping thru sheer ex-
haustion after long days of toil and often
without food. Punishment, it is.argued,
is necessary, but not disgraceful humilia-
tion. In the local prisons fhey were kept

when they were transferred to Dartmoor
they were chained to ordinary convicts
and are now treated and dressed exactly
the same as the conviets and when they
are released they will he on ticket-of-leave
like burglars. This is what has aroused
indignation, which may have a most un-
fortunate effect’ on the recruiting which
will be necessary to make the scheme of
Secretary-of-War Brodrick or any other
scheme for army reform practicable.

After a few days, the employers asked
for a conference, and this was held in
the Astor House. To the men 4 proposi-
tion was made that they should return to
work, after which other differences should
be submitted to arbitration The men re-
fused to agree to this, and they were as
far apart as ever from their employers.
On Tuesday ‘last the Administrative Coun-
cil of the National Metal Trades Associa-
tion met in Chicago, and the result of
that deliberation has just been made pub-
lic by Henry T. Devens, the secretary.

Cablegram Announces Demise of
Canada’s Most lllustrious
Foreign Missionary-

LOSS TO PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH.

Deceased Did Wonderful Work in
the East, Where He Labored
for Thirty Years.

“Mackay dead” was the cablegram receiy-
ed yesterday, proclalming the death of the
most illustrious Canadian missionary, recog-
nized thruout the Christian world as one
of the most prominent foreign missionaries
of the past century.

Rev. G. L. Mackay, then a young Cana-
dian Presbyterian minister of 28, left Can-
ada for Formosa, a land of savages, 30 years
ago. A native of East Zorra, Oxford Coun-
Ly, vhu was noted for physical courage and
an intense nature, qualitying him to arouse
enthusiasm in any cause he adopted. He
was the first missionary to set foot in For-
mosa, where, as the fruit of his pioneer
eftorts, there are now 60 Hourishing church-

During his remarkavle career of 30 years'
foreigu wission service, Rev. Dr. Mackay
only made two visits home.

The prominent figure of the week has
been Lord Milner of Cape Town.

His return—his reception by the King—
his peerage and his speech have Teen the
zeneral theme of political conversation.
the Government did all it could to make
Lord Milner's arrival imposing. My.
Chamberlain got up a luncheon ‘in his
honor the very next day. On the other
hand the leader of the Opposition took
very little part in the proceedings.

Sir Pdward Grey went to meet the High
Commissioner at Southampton, and Lord
Tweedmouth met him at Waterloo, but
the only Liberal at Mr. Chamberlain’s
mncheon was Sir Henry Fowler.

Lord ‘Milner’s speech was highly con-
troversial, and would have been extremely
embarrassing to any opponent of his policy
who had happened to be present.

Spoke of Panoplied Hatred.

If “panoplied hatred” describes  the
temper of the Boers before tile war, war
was inevitable, bat a very large number
of Englishmen, whom It would be Insult-
ing because supertinous to call “loyalists,”
do not accept the description as fair or
true.

How large that number is or what pro-
position it bears to the whole, there Is not
division of Shropshire, who stood in open
material for termining.

The warmth of his greeting in London,
which has been so differently estimated by
different observers that the truth about it ig |
hardly attainable, was In any case largely
personal,

Sir Alfred Milner worked hard. HEveryona
—almost everyone—believes him to have
been guided by conscientious motivec. He
is entirely free from those base, sordid in.
filuences for which South Africa and the
companies that run it have become a by-
word. Whatever he has done he has done
as a patriot, full of the conviction that he
is serving the interests of the Empire a
a whole. 4

End of War Not in Sight .

At the same time one cannot help remem-
bering that he who putteth on his armor
should not boast himself as he who putteth
it off.

Not only is the war not ever, but it I3
not within measurable distance of comclu-
sion.

The Times urges the necessity of rein-
forcements, tho we have two hundred and
fifty thousand soldiers of all arms in South
Africa. Lord Roberts, in Bngland, and
Gen. Sir John French, in Cape Town, have
refused under the circumstances to attend
public festivities of any kind.

His supporters in Cape "Town, which is
not Cape Colony, are delighted at faes
honors heaped upon him. No one grudges
him any pleasure they can give, but men
who think and feel, and statesmen who can
look beyond the roaring and the wreaths
ask themselves what is to be thé end of
all this. When will the Boer armies in the
fleld be crushed?

more and ‘'more clear that the Hoera de-
mand independence, nothing less. The
government has sworn théy shall not have
it. Messrs. Merriman and Sauer are to
be entertained by those who sympathize
with their pacific mission beforé they go
back to the Cape, but nelther their words
nor the words of Mr. Chamberlain will
have much effect upon the future.

That must be settled by events which no
man can forésee, but which are mere elo-
quent than the rhetoric of the greatest
orator.

Children’s Aid Society Took Up the

London, Jane 2.—Inspector Sanders of
the Children’s Aid Society 1s now work
ing up a case that he belleves will dis-
close the existence of a deplorable state
of affairs in a West Nissouri household.
He was told some time ago that a boy
was being harshly treated on, the farm of
James Munihy, and when he investigated.
he learned that the treatment was not
simply harsh, it was positively Inhuman.
The boy's story, wlich has yet to be prov-
ed, is that he is not Murphy’s child, his
name being John Lott. Tho only 13 years
of age he had to werk hard in the fields
early and late. When bhe did not do
enough “to satisfy Mur. M'urphy, he was
thrashed with a heavy strap; and when
he slept past 4.30 or b o'clock in the morn-
ing, often after having worked till pasi

10 o’clock the night before, he wus thrash-
ed again. Often, he says, Mrs, Murphy
thrashed him after he had gone to bed.
The poor little chap shows the effects of
this punishment. He was taken to Mr.
Senders’ office and examined by Dr. J. D.
Wilson, who said that the case beat all
that he had ever seen. From his should-
ers to his heels he is literally one black,
ugly bruise. His condition is truly piti-
able. Murphy has been arrested and his
wife has been summoued. The intention
is to push the case against them to the
law’s fullest extent,
