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REGULATION OF TELEPHONES

Full Text of Mr. Maclean’s Bill Introduced in the Do~
minion Parliament.

Below is the full text of the Telephone Bill introduced in the House of
Commons on Monday, Feb. 17:

AN ACT RESPECTING TELEPHONE COMPANIES.

His Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of the Senate and House
of Commons of Canada, enacts as follows: h

1. This Act may be cited as “ The Telephone Companies Act.

der such regulations as the bylaw directs. (Compare Railway Act, Sections
230, 281).

10. §\To company, in fixing any tolls or rate, shall, under like conditions
and circumstances, make an unjust or partial discrimination between dif-
ferent localities. (Compare Railway Act, section 232).

11. No company shall make, or give, any secret special toll, rate, re-
bate, drawback or concession to any person, and every company shall, on
demand of any person, make known to him any special rate, rebate, draw-
back or concession given to any one. (Compare Railway Act, section 233).

12. In case of denial or neglect of payment on demand of any such tolls,
or any part thereof, the same shall be recoverable in any court of compe-
tent jurisdiction. (Compare Railway Act, section 234).

13. The directors of any company may, at any time, make and enter into
any agreement or arrangement with any other company for the regulation
and interchange of messages or services passing to and from the companies’
lines and for the working of the lines of said companies respectively, or for
either of these objects separately, and for the division and the appor-
tionment of tolls and rates in respect to such messages or services, and gen-
erally in relation to the management and working of the lines or services of
such companies or any of them, or any part thereof, and of any company or
companies in connection therewith for any term not exceeding twenty-one
years, all subject to approval of the Governor-in-Council. (Compare Railway
Act, section 238).

14. Before such approval is given, notice of application therefor shall be
published in The Canada Gazette for at least two months previous to the
time therein named for the making of such application, and such notice
shall state a time and place when the application is to be made, and that all
persons may then and there appear and be heard on such application.

(Compare Railway Act, section 239).

15. Any telephone company, now or hereafter incorporated, shall have
the right to use any line or service of any other telephone company upon
such terms and conditions as shall be deemed equitable by the Governor-in-
Council, if the companies interested cannot agree as to the terms of such
use.

16. The company shall transmit all long distance messages in the order
In which they are received, and assign the service of the lines to customers
in the order in which such customers apply for service, and every company
which violates the provisions of this section shall incur a pénalty not ex-
ceeding $100, and not less than $20, which shall be recoverable with costs
by the person whose message or requisition for service has been postponed
out of its order. (Compare Telegraph Act, section 5).

17. Every message or service in relation to the administration of jus-
tice, thd arrest of criminals, the discovery or prevention of crime, and gov.
ernment messages or service, shall always be transmitted in preference to
any other message or service, if so required by any person connected with
the administration of justice, or any person thereunto authorized by the Sec-
retary of State of Canada. (Compare Telegraph Act, section 6).

18. His Majesty may at any time, and for any length of time, retain pos-
session of any teléphone line, and all things necessary. to the efficient work-
ing thereof, and may, for the same time, require the exclusive services of
the operators and other persons employed in working such line, and the
company shall give up possession of such lines, and the operators and other
persons so employed shall, during the time of such possession, diligently

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Premier Ross Declines to
Commit Himself,

THE PRINCIPLE HAS BEEN ADOPTED

By Government to Extent of Build-
ing Railways—Won't Say Any-
thing More as to Intentions.

In the legislature yesterday after-
l noon the principle of public ownership
furnished food for considerable discus-
! sion. Mr. Crawford (West Toronto)
! moved the second reading of Toronto's
| bill, wasking for power ‘o acquire,
| transmit and distribute electrical en-
| ergy and thereupon the debate ensued.
f Won’t Commit Himself.

The Premiér thought the bill was the
most startling departure from ordin-
ary procedure that he had ever heard.
The proposal was made that a site
should be bought by Toronto at Nlagara
Falls, on which to erect machinery and
plant for the generation of eleotricity,
and also establish a system of trans-
mission from there to Toronto. It was
a gigantic scheme, and would evolve
the expenditure of $3,000,000 or $4,-
000,000.

Mr. Ross explained that he would not
state that the government would take
ground against municipal ownership
either of electrical power or other utili-
ties. He did not know at the present
time how far he would commit him-
self to municipal ownership. The pro-
vince had advanced along the line of
public ownership to the extent of plan-
ning a_ railway, while the Dominion
government already owned the Inter-
colonial. In Great Britain the compe-
tent management of public utilities
had been successful. The question was
a very large ome, and might well be
left to the Municipal Committee to
consider,

Favored the Prinieple.

Mr. Pattullo said he did not wish to
oppose the principle contained in the
bill, but he agreed that Toronto’s re-
quest was certainly startling. He, too,
would like to see the matter delayed
so that the government could secure
all possible information on the subject,
All the knowledge available on the sub-
Ject was in the possession of few on thiy
continent, and he doubted if any one
in Toronto had a full understanding
of it. He suggested that a commission
be appointed to secure information
from other countries. He objected to
the bill, because he thought if Toronto

got & monopoly of electrical energy it
would benefit her manutacturers, but
would be of no advantage to the mass-
es and outside municipalities,

Mr. Crawford said the public owner-
ship idea was$ growing every day, and
the city’'s proposition was endorsed by
people of all classes. He urged that il
be passed.

Refer It to the People.

Mr. Stratton said the citizens of To-
ronto should be aliowed to express
their opinion of the matter, and, after
the unsatisfactory agreements that had
been made with the Gas and Street
Railway Companies, he, for one, would
have no doubt as to what their opinion
of the scheme would be. He was sure
the people, when they found out what
the scheme would cost, would have
nothing to do with it,

Mr. Carscallen was not in favor of
granting the <ity’s application. The
Niagara Falls power should not go to
municipalities, he held, but should be
kept in the hands of the province. He
was a believer, he said, in public own-
ership, but he was not in favor of giv-
ing Toronto exclusive power in this
matter,

Does Not Want Monopoly.

Mr. Foy said Toronto did not want
a monopoly of the power, and was will-
ing that other cities should secure it
on the same terms as they.

Mr. Conmee was in favor of muniel-
palities owning as far as practicable
all utilities.
