Realizing that the interest of all
parties concerned demanded the bring-
ing to am end, if at all pessible, of the
present, unsatisfactory condition of af-
fairs, involving, as it does, continiual
controversy, litigation and expense, s
well ag tending to retard any reduc-
tion in the price of gas to the consum-
ers, the Gas Company has thruout
these negotiations made every effort
to meet the views of the city. It has
yielded wherever possible to the city’'s
representations, and has been ready to
surrender rights which, according to
its legal advisers, were indisputable.
