Joined Issue with the 
United States that such a barrier must 
rot include water. He criticized the 
position of the United States that It 
is necessary to find mountains on the 
ground corresponding to the negoti­
ators’ maps, or else a mountain line 
must be altogether discarded for 100 
leagues. He said th- negotiators well 
knew that the mountains on the maps 
were conventional signs, and that It 
was infinitely improbable that they 
would be found to exist In nature ex­
actly as depicted on the maps. No 
man knew this better than Canning. 
The treaty called for mountains, not 
a symmetrical range.

Further, It was not the mountains, 
but a line along the . summit of Vne 
mountains, that was to be found, thus 
disproving the necessity for continuity 
between the mountains. Further, the 
Russians insisted on the summit, for 
fear that If any other line were taken 
the mountains might be so near the 
coast ns to afford no ilslere at all, 
which" shown that they only contem­
plated a narrow atrip, far different from 
that claimed by the United States, 
which goes up a narrow Inlet 70 miles 
nrd extends 35 miles still further In­
land.
