Western cat­
tlemen claim they can buy a trainload 
of yearlings In Ontario easier than 
they can pick up a carload among the 
farmers of Manitoba. Therefore the 
western live stock Interests rely strong­
ly upon Ontario as the source of a very 
necessary supply. The high class 
shorthorn bulls, too, the preference of 
all the west because of the capacity 
of that class to "rustle'' the range for 
his food supply, come up from Ontario. 
Many valuable animals of this class 
are In this territory,and ranchers think 
nothing of Investing $400 and $500 In a 
single thorobred. It Is this intimate re­
lation that causes the western man 
to study so closely the receipts, ship­
ments and quotations of the Toronto 
live stock market.
