bv the Canadian Engineers this after­
noon. In the way of getting instruction 
In demolition by explosives. The whole 
corps hied Itself to the high cliff over 
looking the lake and ^ng between th 
old Mississauga Fort and the rra 
range targets, where they gave three 
startling demonstrations of the power 
and utility of gun cotton.

First they tied two cakes of wet 
gun cotton to the sides of an ordinary 
Steel railroad rail, with a piece of 
twine, and Inserted a Plug (Prllners) 
of dry gun cotton Into each._ Then 
two detonators attached to a battery 
an eighth of a mile were con­
nected with the primers and all hands 

to a sa.f6 distance, while Miss 
Cotton, daughter of the brigadier-gen­
eral, set it off.

With a roar
went off and the steel rail was 

cut slick and clean at one end and the 
portion where the gun cotton had 
touched was shattered Into a thousand
P*A “fou gasse” was fired next. This 
is a contrivance by which a party am­
bushed on a hillside may demolish a 
squadron or brigade of cavalry or In­
fantry which happens to be marching 
along a roadway at the foot of the 
hill without the aid of cannon. First 
a conical hole is dug into the face of 
the bank above the highway. A flat 
stone is placed in the apex and against 
this a block of gun cotton connected 
with a battery Is P'aced The hole Is 
filled with stones and brickbats and 
when touched oft throws a shower of 
death-dealing missiles out over the 
passing army. The shot fired to-day 
literally showered the lake for a 
dius of about 300 yards.

For the third experiment a large log 
raft was constructed and towed out 
Into the lake to where a mine had 
been sunk. The mine comprised a wa­
terproof bag enclosing gun cotton and 
attached to a battery. When the bat­
tery was touched the raft was com­
pletely shattered, the pieces flying 30 
feet into the air. „ .

gineering corps Is capable of in actual 
warfare.

KILLED ON THE TRACK 
TRAGIC STORY IS TOLD

Lawrence
Judge Winchester opened the cjvlo 

Investigation Into police court ball 
bond fees yesterday, with Magistrate 
Denison as the first witness. City So­
licitor Chisholm represented the city.

Befpre being examined the magis­
trate explained that he recognized no 
authority other than that of the gov­
ernment and that he would only con­
sent to give evidence as to what had 
been done by others under him.

The magistrate said that since his 
appointment In 1877 he bad never 
taken fees inside or outside court, arid 
that he did not approve of the fee sys­
tem. Curran Morrison or one of the 
assistant clerks collected the fees.

Witness had told city officials that 
he had nothing to do with the system 
and didn’t want to be mixed up with 
it. He had found It better to have 

permanently appointed to 
take his place when he could not ap­
pear, and hence Magistrate Klngsfor<V 
had been appointed. He did not knpafr 
what fees were charged by Magistrate 
Klngsford or others.

The enquiry will be resumed to-day, 
when Magistrate Klngsford will be 
called.

A Casualties at Teherau.
BERLIN, June 24.—The Tageblatt 

publishes a despatch from Teheran, 
under to-day’s date, saying that the 
firing of small arms and artillery was 
still going on.

The building of parliament were 
quite demolished by the bom­
bardment of yesterday, which lasted 
from six in the morning until two In 
the afternoon. Corpses of men and 
bodies of horses cover the main square 
of Teheran in large numbers. It Is 
still Impossible to give the exact num-/ 
ber of casualties, but the Cossack» 
alone lost 70 men killed.
