The official communication, from
Russian headquarters issued tonight
says:

“From the Baltic Sea to the Pripet
there have been fusillades and air
activity, In. Galicia in the region
west of ‘Mibarag ,an enemy attack
against our positions was repulsed.

New Russian Line.

“In the direction of Tarnonol and
further south the enemy’s advanced
elements approached the line compris-
ing Okromvice, Romanouvka, Jrebki,
Colodievka, Polnankaletmanska, Eleo-
norouvka and Sorokikrogouletz,

“In the region west of Goesiatine,
our clements under enemy pressure
evacuated the line of Tchalaroutka-
Dentirovka. West of Zalestchita, the
enemy occupied Jasserjouvpolny and
Toporovte.

“In the Carpathians in the region
of Mount Tomnatie and northeast of
Kiethaba, the enemy, after a series
of attacks, nressed our elements
somewhat further eastward,

“On the Rumanian front, In the
drection of Kezdi-Vasarhely, the Ru-
manjan troops advanced and occupied
the line of heights about six miles
west of Monstierkira and the heights

.

west of Dragosleave and in the region
of Zaleasery.

“On the Caucasus
nothing to report.”

The Associated Press says: Hav-
ing retreated a distance of approxi-
mately 70 miles from where Kerens-
ky, the iron man of Russia, carried
them. in his personally conducted
drive—early in the present month, the
Russian army on the centre of the
line in east Galicia is again on Rus-
sian soil on both sides of Husiatyn,
and is still being followed up by the
forces of the Teutonic allies.

Likewise, the armies to the north
and south continue to fall back be-
fore the enemy, at a few points only,
standing to offer a semblance of re-
sistance, and then only for short per-
fods of time. Wherever those of the
faithful troops attempt to give battle
they are harassed by numerically
stronger forces of the Teutons and
compeded to give ground, receiving
no assistance from their recaleitrant
former brothers-in-arms, whose main
effort continues to be to get out of
striking distance of the enemy.

Near Czernowitz,

8o fast has been the retirement of
the Russians and the advance of the
enemy toward Bukowina, that already
an arc-Hke formation has been thrown
westward of Czernowitz, the capital,
with the northern end resting on
Woclacice, twenty miles distant, and
the southern end to the east of Xuty,
on the western border of the crown
land.

Evidently the preparations for the
“plood and iron” policy of the govern-
ment against the disaffected troops
shortly will be put into full force, for
Minister of War Kerensky is on his
way to the Russian headquarters, there
{to confer with the military leaders to
ltormulau plans to stay the retreat and
| compel the troops to stand and face
|the foe as the Russians in the southern
Carpathian region are doing. Down this
latter front,-the Russians, aided by the
Rumanians, continue to force the
Teutonic allies to cede ground, especi-
ally in the upper Putna valley.

Russian troops retreating on the
eastern Galiclan front have retired be-
hind the Russian border at Husiatyn,
the German general staff announced
officially today. Husiatyn is 70 miles

front there 4i»

due east of Hallcz.
Further south the Russians made a

stand between the Dniester and Pruth
rivers, but a powerful German attack
broke their resistance and the Russians
are now being pursued along both
banks of the Dniester. Kuty, in the
Carpathians, has been captured by the
Teutons,

In Rumania the Germans completed
the retrograde movement which they
began Friday on the upper Putna
River,

The official comunication from Aus-
trian headquarters issued this evening
says:

“In the eastern theatre at Putna the
enemy succeeded somewhat in ad-
vancing his front. At Soveia his at-
tacks weoere repuised. Near Kirkibaba
the Austro-Hungarian troops ejected
the Russiang from hill positions,
Mount Tomnatie was stormed by Ger-
man regiments.

“The aMlied (central) forces pushing
forward south of the Dniester are ap-
proaching the western frontier of
Bukowina. North of the Dnfester the
Russians are retreating towards
Zbrocz. The Jagielnica has Deen
crossed by the allied columns. East of
Trembowla and Tarnopol ground has
been gained.”

FOE FINDS SUBMARINES
CANNOT WIN THE WAR

Commander of Austrian Fleet
Makes a2 Candid Con-
fession.

Amsterdam, July 29.—Vice-Admiral
Maximilian Njegovan, commander of
the Austrian fleet, in an interview
given to The Neue Freie Presse de-
clared he d4id not believe that sub-
marines would bring about a decision
in the war. He said’

“At present the U-boats are mnuch
gpoken of as making England, Aus-
tria’s principal enemy, uncomfortable,
Lut they merely are a means towards
victory. It would be a mistake to be-
lieve from the experiences of thig war
that big ships are useless, but for us
the essential type is of light cruisers.

“If we had a great fleet the war with
Italy would have bzen finished long
ago. Indeed, the war never would
have been possible.”

School Examinations There Not
So Restricted and Teachers
Have More Latitude.

Special to The Toronto Worid,
Brantford, July 29.—H. W. Foght
of the bureau of education, Wash~
ington, D.C., who has been giving a
series of lectures at the School for

Rural Leadership in session at the
Ontario Agricultural College during
flh: week, gave his last lecture to-

At the Saturday morning session of
the school Mr. Foght conducted a8
questionaire on various problems sug-
gested jby Wfis lecture. The ques”
tion was raised as to how to stay
the decline of many rural churches,
New York, Pennsylvania and Obio
werp states where systematic co-op-
epstion was tried out by several de-
ominations, As a Tesult an agree-
ment was made that weak causes
should be withdtawn, This was car-
ried out successfully in many in-
stances, This may be a part solu-
tion, but Mr. Foght thought the prob-

In answer to the inquiry as to
whether the Bible was taught in the
public schools of the United States,
the speaker said that at the natignal
convention dn 1798 it was decided
that church and state should be sep-
arated, This has saved the United
States from much embarrassment, but
at the same time it has not al-
ways been beneficial. He was of the
opinion that the Bible and the
Lord’s Prayer should be used in the
public schools, Moradity has been
taught from books, but this has been
a fajlure. Where the teacher has
been of high quality the spirit of
morality and religion has not been
absent.

Asked about the system of exam-
inations dn his country, Mr. Foght
stated - that they were away ahead
of Canada dn this @egard. The
teacher was given much room for

initiative. He maid he was not en-
amored of examinations, as they fre-
