ion Washington, April 28.—The supreme 
court was asked today by the govern­
ment
against the United States Steel Corpor­
ation, dismissed on March 1 by a 4-to-3 
decision.

The government’s argument, on the 
motion for a rehearing was based large­
ly on the 4-to-3 decision rendered by the 
court last Monday, ordering the dissolu­
tion of the Reading Company and its 
subsidiaries, the first of the so-called 
anthracite coal cases to be decided.

Counsel for the government declared 
that the steel case would seem to fall 
within the Reading case, and that “the 
holding of the Steel Corporation to be 
a legal corporation under the anti-trust 
act would appear to conflict with the 
conclusions expressed in that and other 
decisions.’’

Chief Justice White and Associate Jus­
tices McKenna, Holmes and Van de Van­
ter rendered the majority opinion in the 
steel case, while Associate Justices Day, 
Pitney and Clarke joined in a minority 
opinion.

Chilef Justces White and Associate 
Justices Holmes and Van de Vanter dis­
sented from the majority in the Reading 
case, and the chief Justice wrote the 
dissenting opinion.
Justice Clarke In the majority opinion 
were Justices Pitney, Day and McKen­
na.

Justice McKenna announced the ma­
jority opinion in the steel case.
