ment, I would move, seconded by the hon. member for Rich-
mond (Mr. Beaudoin):

That the Postmaster General take steps forthwith to implement full house to
house mail delivery service and provide all the adequate and necessary walks and
postal carriers, without any further restraint, restrictions or discrimination, right
across Canada—not just in a part of the Toronto area, as reported in one of the
Toronto papers recently, but right across Canada.
