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SENSATIONAL RAID ON TWO

NEW YORK GAMBLING HOUSES

With Drawn Guns Police Capture Sixty Prisoners-
Doors Battered Down and Alleged Players Com-
manded To Throw Up Their Hands.

New York, June 5.—Twenty detectives
#rom the Central Office and from Inspector
$teinbruck’s staff made a raid on two al-
feged gambling houses in West Forty-first
#treet and arrested sixty men. The raid
was one of the most spectacular in the
Henderloin for months.

One of the housecs entered was once not-
orious as the gambling palace of which
“Honest John” Kelly was the proprietor.
Kelly, it is said, gave up his control of
the place about four years ago. The other
house adjoins, and from this thirty-three
men were taken, all of whom, the police
say, were playing poker.

Warrants for theharrest of “John Doe
and inmates” of the“two houses were is-
sued by Magistrate Crane, in the Jeffer-
son Market Court. Just before  nine
o'clock Inspector Steinbruck assembled
his men and surrounded the two places.
There were numerous exits in the rear
and these were carefully covered. Ser-
geant Detectives Brock and Roch - were
sent up the rear fire escape. Other men
were in front.

At a given signal the detectives enter-
ed from every direction. The men on the
top of the building climbed down the
scuttle and broke into the room below
just as a dozen others forced down the
doors and swarmed in with drawn revol-
vers and commanded the men to throw
up their hands. The men were taken by
surprise and were so dumbfounded by the
sudden entrance of the detectives that not
one of them made a move to escape.

‘From thie house the detectives had easy
access to the adjoining building. The two
places were connected by doors, and with-
out having disturbed the inmates of the

other place by the first raid they qu.ie_tly
opened the doors and walked in, ordering
the men to keep quiet and hold up their
hands. There was no rTesistance and no
attempt to escape. The roomful of men
sat still as though too surprised to move.

Meanwhile two patrol wagons from the
Tenderloin station *had backed up in
front of the houses. This attracted the
attention of the crowd in Broadway,
which is only a short distance from the
place, and within a few miputes the op-
posite side of the street was patied with
people. When the detectives started
bringing out thir prisoners the street was
so crowded that Imspector Steinbruck or-
dered out the reserves from the Tender-
loin, West Thirty-seventh, West Forty-
seventh and Kast Fifty-first street pre-
cincts to preserve order and to prevent in-
terference

The prisoners were bundled into the
wagons as Burriedly as possible and tak-
en to the Tenderloin station. Two hours
later the police were still taking men a-
way from the houses and the three wagons
were on a continuous run. Several wagon-
loads of gambling paraphernalia were
transferred to the station, almost all of it
being taken from the second house enter-
ed. There were complete faro and roulette
outfits, playing cards, chips and other de-
vices.

For years, through the reign of captain
after captain and inspector after inepec-
tor, one of the alleged gambling houses is
said to have run, practically immune from
molestation. This was under the rule of
“Honest John” Kelly and in his time 1t
is said that the ‘only one raid was made
on the place. The houses are said to be
controlled by “Lou’ Betts.

Mr. Meyer refused money aid. He is
#7 years old and was once prominent in
the councils on the republican part¥y, hav-
ing twice been a delegate at large to na-
tional conventions.

AN ACTIVE MOVEMENT
TO STOP TROUBLE
IN KOREA.

Sixty Nine Minor Engagem-
ents Fought Between Kore-
ans and Japs in Last Few

Days.

Seoul, June 5.—The active movement to
suppress the insurrection is now generdl
throughout Korea. Japanese troops have
been _ distpibuted .in .all disaffected  pro-
vinces and an aggressive campaign has been
inatugurated with a view of quickly captur-
ing the various semi-organized bands of
insurgents and suppressing the insurrec-
tionary element.

The Associated Press representative has
been officially informed that during the
nine days ending June 4, sixty-nine en-
gagements took place between the Japan-
ese and Korean troops, and the insurgents
in which 372 of the latter were killed and
55 taken prisoners. The Japanese casual-
ties have not been given out, but are
believed to be congiderable. All informa-
‘tion regarding the movement of troops is
refused at the Japanese headquarters. A
considerable number of Korean police, un-
der Japanese officers, are participating in
the campaign against the insurgents.

WAS DREYFUS OUTRAGE
THE RESUIT OF A PLOT

French Press Believe The Occur-
rence Will if Anything Weaken
The Nationalists Cause.

' Paris, June 5.—Whether yesterday’s at-
tempt upon the. life of Major Alfred
Dreyfus, at the time of the' canonization
of Emila Zola in the Pantheon, was only
the individual act of a man believing him-
self be an outraged patriot, or had behind
it an incipient nationalist plot, the repu-
blican press is unanimous in deploring the
incident and believes it injured rather
than aided that cause. Even those papers
which doubted the wisdom of burying
Zola in the Pantheon, think that the
shooting of Major Dreyfus consolidated
the republican sentiment and they evi-
dently desire to see the incident die out as
quickly as possible. Any attempt io re-
open the old Dreyfus issue at the trial of
Louigs Gregori, the man who shot the
major yesterday, they point out, can easily
be frustrated as being plainly extraneous.
On the other hand the fury of the nat-
jonalist papers is unbounded. L’Action
Francaise fires a broadside which recalls
the most exciting days of Dreyfus and
Boulanger. At the head of its columns,
the newspaper prints a statement by
Charles Mauriss, which it is likely, the
authorities will investigate. In this arti-
cle the writers says that on Wednesday
night “a resolute patriot” visited M. Dau-
det, and Lieut. Boiesflury and himself of-
fered to kill Dreyfus, but his proposal
was rejected.

METHODISTS AND THE
ONTARIO GOVERNMENT

Exeter, Ont., June 5 (Special)—The
London Methodist conference last night
ehelved a resolution with a political bear-
ing against the Whitney administration.
The resolution contained an emphatic pro-
test against Mr. Whitney’s action in
holding elections during the progress of
the Methodist conferences, three of which
are now in session in the province. Rev.
W. J. Ford stated he had communicated
with the premier asking him to change
the date-but he had been informed it was
imposgsible. The matter caused a spirited

discussion. 1t was suggested that the re-
solution introduced be modified, but the
members felt it would be in the interest
of the conference to overlook the mistake
of the government.

MENTAL HEALER ON TRIAL.

Allegan, Mich., June 4.—After having
‘been out since yesterday afternoon, the
jury in the case of Mrs. Mabel Neelley,
charged with manslaughter through neg-
lect as the result of the death from pneu-
monia of her two and a half year cld son
Walter on January 4th, while under treat-
ment by members of a mental healing
sect, announced today that it could not
agree ‘and were discharged. It is the
general opinion here that Mrs. Neelley
will not be tried again.

The trial has attracted great attemtion
and prominent members of the healing
sect from Chicago, Detroit . and other
places attended its sessions and gave tes-

timony.

MR. CROCKETT GOES AFTER

'Some Light Thrown on
Obtained by American

the Lucrative Contracts
Firm Through Sir Fred-

erick Borden’s Son-in-law.

Ottawa, Ont., June 5 (Special).—A. L.
Jarvis, secretary of the militia depart-
| ment, was examined by Mr. Crockett in
| the public accounts committee this morn-
}ing as to the dealings of L. S. Macoun,
! son-in-law of Sir Krederick Borden, with
;t}x'a department of militia. He admtted
| that $34,200 had been paid to Macoun by

| delivered.

At that time he was acting deputy min-
| ister and considered that the department
| was protected by bills of shipments and
! by the standard quality of the material.
| This especially applied to the $66,000
| worth supplied in August of last year,

Mr. Macoun was next examined. He
!said he was a manufacturer's agent and
had sold $63,000 worth of automatic ma-
| chinery to the Quebec arsenal last year.
| In April, 1905, he notified the militia
department that he had been appointed
agent for an American concern making

those goods and requested that he be
given an order for supplies for the ar-
senal.

The correspondence showed that previ-
ous to this request the department had
been in direct communication with this
same concern and had decided to buy
from them.

“How did you come to apply to the
Potter & Johnston Co., of Pawtucket,
Rhode Island, for that agency,” asked Mr.
Crockett.

“That is none of your business,” replied
the witness. “It is my private business.”
Mr. Crockett protested that the ques-
tion was relevant and should be answered.
He said the public was interested in
knowing how it was that while the de-
partment of militia was in direct commu-
nication with a firm of manufacturers, the
son-in-law of the -minister should bob
up as a middleman and the firm could
not get a contract except through him.
