WASHINGTON, Feb. 8—The following
is a summary of the Hepburn railroad
rate bill on w!uch the house votes today:
The - bill, according to Mr. ‘Hepburn’s
statement in closing the debate on the
measure, was intended to, and did-so far
as ‘it could be made comply specifically
with the recommendations of President
Rodsevely, It gives’the inter-state com-
merce commission authority when a rate
has been complained of as “unreasonable”
by a shipper to investigate that . rate,
state /whether or not it is unreasonable
and if found to be unreasonable to name
‘a/rate which is to be just and reasonable
and fairly remunerative and. which is to
be the maximum rate to be charged.

This rate as so fixed is to go into effect
thirty days after it is announced by the
commission, subject during that time to
be set aside or suspended by, the commis-
sion or.by ‘the courts. = After it has gone
into effect it is to remain the rate for
', three’ years. During this time’ the opin-
" jon. has  been expresSed by those who
have participated in the debate, the -rate
may also be.reviewed by the courts and
if ‘found ‘to be in conflict either with the
terms of the act, ONwith the constitution,
by bmngconﬁmtoty,mn be set ‘agide by
the courts,

Another important featyre is the defi-
nition ‘of i the .words ‘railroad’’and ‘traxs-
portation” in a manner to include all
auxiliary instrumentalities of ‘the com-
mm and to’ ‘bring. them ° within
the control of the commission, This pow-
er to name a reasomable;rate and the in-
clusionof the -auxiliaries within the ‘juris-
diction of the commission, are said to be
the new features.
