respective of any game law of the prov-
ince——tl;at, in fact, if the Quebec game
laws are intra vires for the public in
general, they are, in respect to the In-
dians, ultra vires. The Indians, and
lands reserved for the Indians, it is con-
tended, are, by the British North Am-

erica Act, exclusively within the juris-
diction of .the Dominion Parliament.
The question is considered of such im-
portance that Mr. Justice Lafontaine,
before whom the case was brought yes-

terday afternoon in the Practice Court,

|ordered a delay until Thursday next in

order that, as the provincial laws are at-
tacked, the attorney-general may have an
opportunity to intervene.
